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FOREWORD

The present document is the second edition of the WHO bibliography in the field of
environmental health. It includes bibliographic references of material produced by WHO and related
bodies in the environmental health field.

The references are organized in six chapters, five of them corresponding to the Envirohmental
Health subprogrammes: Community Water Supply and Sanitation, Environmental Health in Rural and
Urban Development and Housing, Environmental Management for Vector Control, Prevention of
Environmental Pollution, Promotion of Chemical Safety. Though the Food Safety subprogramme is
now attached to the Division of Health Promotion and Protection, its bibliographic references have
been kept in this bibliography, as food safety is closely related to environmental health,

Each chapter is further divided into two sections: Pubiications' and Technical documents?.
Felerences are sorted according to the following keys: year of publication, corporate authors, personal
authors, titles. Languages available are indicated in brackets at the end of each reference {eng =
english; fre = french; spa = spanish; ru = russian, german, arabic, chinese).

Each chapter is followed by a subject index, and a general subject index covering the entire
bibliography, is included as Chapter 7.

"The word "publications* used in this bibliography corresponds to the material published by the WHO
Office of Publications; publications are submitted to the approval of the World Health Assembly and undergo a
thorough process of revision. WHO publications are sold through the Distribution and Sales Service at
Headguartars, in Regional Offices and commaereial distributors.
