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This database provides basic information about environmental and occupational
epidemiology courses to be held during 1994. The database includes information on
181 courses, in 49 countries. Course information was collected from survey
quesitonnaires and entered into a microcomputer file using a standard computer
software database called CARDBOX. This file—originally established in 1990—will
continue to be updated annually, and made available to those interested. We would be
grateful for any information which would help us to update this list and have provided
a questionnaire as an Annex for this purpose.

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Background Information

Selection of courses

The original Database of Environmental and Occupational Health Courses was intended to
cover as many as possible of the free-standing occupational and environmental epidemiology
courses offered or planned in 1991-93 throughout the world by members of GEENET, and
for which instruction is given in English, French, or Spanish (the working languages of
GEENET). It was intended too, that the inventory would be restricted to those courses that
are also available to persons living outside the country, and that were open to medical
practitioners, environmental health officers, public health and factory inspectors, safety
officers, environmental and sanitation officers, occupational hygienists, toxicologists, urban
planners, architects, and public health administrators. The original inventory was intended
to cover only free-standing courses, and did not include courses that were part of a larger
degree programme. The current edition, however, includes general descriptions of several
larger degree programmes.

Description of the database

The template for the directory was established using the CARDBOX-PLUS software and
standard formats for material and courses developed by WHO. English was proposed as the
principal language for the directory, but titles and corporate author names are given in the
original language as written on the survey questionnaires. The directory is intended to be
comprehensive but not necessarily complete. It is divided into three parts:

Part III: The list of courses in alphabetical order of title.
