Foreword

The World Health Organization, as the directing and coordinating authority on international health, has as one of its primary functions
the collection, validation and dissemination of epidemiological, managerial and scientific data/information, for the purpose of
facilitating health systems development in Member States.

In 1977 the Thirtieth World Health Assembly decided that the main social goal of governments and WHO in the coming decades should
be the attainment by all people of the world by the year 2000 of a level of health that would permit them to lead a socially and
economically productive life. This goal is commonly known as Health for All by the Year 2000 (HFA2000).

When the Member States of the World Health Organization launched the Global Strategy for Health for All by the Year 2000 in 1981,
they were aware that they did not possess sufficient knowledge and experience, but that monitoring and evaluation would contribute
significantly to the learning process necessary for promoting and supporting relevant action for attaining health-for-all goals. Through
a proper collection and analysis of data, it should be possible to identify and launch appropriate ways of accelerating progress
towards the achievement of these goals.

In the context of monitoring and evaluation of progress in the implementation of national health-for-all strategies, WHO's Member "
States have agreed to provide information periodically on a list of indicators considered to be the essential minimum for global
monitoring and evaluation of the Strategy. As they reported on their findings, they also provided data on these global indicators to
WHO in 1983, 1985, 1988 and 1991. The list of global indicators was reviewed in 1990 by the WHO Executive Board, which approved a
revised list considered to be more meaningful, and new definitions for the indicators where necessary.



Data given here are those reported by Member States to WHO, unless otherwise stated. Data concern the 168 countries which were
Member States of WHO as of 15 August 1991, and designations used are those which were applicable on that date. Most tables cover
the periods/years of reference and not the year when findings from the HFA monitoring and evaluation were reported, i.e.:

— monitoring 1983:. 1980-1982
— evaluation 1985. 1983-1985
— monitoring 1988: 1986-1988
— evaluation 1991 1989-1990.

Where data provided to WHO were insufficient or difficult to compare (as a result of variations in national definitions), it was found
useful to draw on other sources (e.g. UNICEF and the World Bank). Wherever such other sources have been used, this is stated in the
Notes. Caution should therefore be exercised when making intercountry comparisons.

Annex A provides a selection of summary tables giving information on causes of death. These provide an overview of the global
health situation. For more details, reference should be made to WHO documents Global health situation and projections - estimates
and Demographic data for health situation assessment and projections, which can be obtained on request from the address given
below (further information on these and other related publications appears on the inside back cover of the present document) . A list
of WHO Member States as of 1 October 1993 is given in Annex B. Definitions of indicators, where available, can be found in Annex C.

The publication of this document is but one stage in the continuous process of improving the availability and reliability of global
indicator data. Contents of this document, as well as the HFA data base, will be updated and refined as better data become available.
Readers and users are therefore invited to forward their comments and suggestions to the address below in order to improve the
scope and quality of these estimates and thereby to assist in providing the latest and most reliable information possible.
