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Nineteenth Annual Meeting of National Centres
Participating in the WHO Programme for International
Drug Monitoring

Lisbon, Portugal - 15 - 18 September 1996

1. Opening and welcome

The meeting was formally opened by the Minister of Health of Portugal, Dr Maria de
Belem Rosetra. The Conference was welcomed by the Director of the Portuguese National
Institute of Pharmacy and Medicines (INFARMED), Dr Martijn ten Ham, Chief of the Drug
Safety Unit of the World Health Organization welcomed participants on behalf of Dr
Hiroshi Nakajima, Director-General of the WHO. All three speakers stressed the great
achievements of the national programme on pharmacovigilance in Portugal, a country that
entered relatively lately in the WHO Programme for International Drug Monitoring, but has
rapidly made up for the late start.

2. Nomination of officials

Dr Ana Mana Corréa Nunes, Director of the Portuguese National Centre for Adverse Drug
Reactions Monitoring, was nominated president of the meeting, Mr Bruce Hugman was
nominated facilitator. Dr lan Boyd from Australia was nominated rapporteur.

3. Report from WHO

Dr Martijn ten Ham discussed the highlights of the WHO activities in terms of regional
development. In the Eastern Mediterranean Region, Oman became a full member of the
programme and there was continued development in the setting up of a programme in
Pakistan. As to the Amencan region, there was much development in the Latin American
area. There had been an international meeting in Buenos Aires on the establishment of
programmes in Latin Amencan countries, and a similar conference in Santiago de Chili. An
international conference on rational use of drugs in Costa Rica had an important section of
its programme devoted to pharmacovigilance. In Brazil pharmacovigilance is developing
rapidly, demonstrated by several activities in the country including a pharmaco-
epidemiological conference to be held later this year, and initiatives towards establishing
regional or local pharmacovigilance programmes. In the Westem Pacific region, a training
programrne in the Philippines is now well established. Much still needs to be done in the
African region, but it was pleasing to see the attendance of many Portuguese-speaking
African nations at the current meeting and several of these are in the process of setting up
drug regulation procedures. In Europe the focus will be on development in Eastern Europe.
Twinning programmes between Eastern European countries and Western European
countries are promising and may benefit both areas. In South East Asia, WHO 1s looking
forward to the increased establishment of monitoring systems,

WHO has also initiated the preparation of a basic document describing the establishing and
functioning of a Centre for drug safety monitoring. After internal review the document will




be disseminated to all National Centres for comments before 1t will be made available to the
international community. S

Other activities within WHO include a project on detection, analysis and ways of prevention
of counterfeit and substandard drugs. This problem has great relevance for drug monitoring
centres, not only because counterfeit drugs may be ineffective due to the absence of active
constituent, but because of toxic components. This is sadly exemplified by the recent
occurrence of diethylene glycol intoxication in Haiti causing the death of more than eighty
children, the most recent one in a senes of similar disasters.

4, Report from the Collaborating Centre.

Dr Edwards referred to some highlights of the report from WHO Uppsala including the
publication of the signal review in the Drug Information Journal. A comprehensive

descriptive documentation of the organization and activities of National Centres would also
be published soon.

Communication via the Internet is becoming more important and a new database model
with increased data fields and a new drug dictionary have been developed. WHO-ART has
been translated into Portuguese and there has been an increased level of communication in
pharmacovigilance especially with the publication of Uppsala Reports. Dr Edwards noted
that there have been two publications in the area of signal research, with another three to
come. There was also discussion on the effect of a national health insurance scheme on
rational preseribing. This was considered particularly important for new members of the

programme, many of which do not have highly developed nationat health insurance and
drug subsidisation schemes.

Communication to health professionals was considered particularly important. It was
stressed that accurate caunsality assessment was Tequired and that effective communication
could have a major effect on rational prescribing.

In consideration of judging the effectiveness of a national centre, it was agreed that the
influence on prescribing was an important factor.

5. ICH and Adverse Drug Reaction Monitoring

The United States centre presented a session on the ICH and adverse drug reaction
monitoring. The session was introduced by Dr Robert Nelson who outlined the rationale for
the development of the ICH processes. It was noted that a goal of the ICH was to agree to
common standards, processes, principles and regulations in the US, the European Union and
Japan.
