Distribution is once a year like Mectizan®, with low cost
Increased CDTI acceptance as <5 also qualify

Coverage of <5 will increase automatically

Target coverage - 70% of target population

Future Prospects

Need for alternative mechanism(s) especially that NID/SNID ends in 2003.

Need to sustain program especially in high endemic areas.

Assurance of continued funding support from UNICEF, M1, HKI, Kiwanis etc.

Opportunity of tagging with other interventions like iron-foliate and Mectizan® distribution
