On pages 26 and 28, insert :

Yellow fever. — All arrivals whose journey has involved travelling
from or through or touching at any place or port within an infected
area.

The following countries and territories in Africa are regarded
as infected: Angola, Belgian Congo, French Equatorial Africa,
French West Africa and Northern Rhodesia (that part of these
territories which was included in the yellow-fever endemic zone),
Cameroons, Ethiopia, Gambia, Gold Coast, Portuguese Guinea,
Spanish Guinea, Kenya, Liberia, Nigeria, S. Tome and Principe,
Sierra Leone, Somalia (Italian), Sudan (South of 15° N, latitude),
Tanganyika and Togoland.

The certificate is not insisted upon in the case of children under
1 year of age, but such infants may. be subject to surveillance and
they will not be allowed to proceed to Natal or to the Lowveld
of the Transvaal within 6 days of leaving any place or port within
an infected area.
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
