INFLUENZA

America

United States: Mortality from all causes has again risen during
the week ending 20 February; for the seventh consecutive week it
exceeded the expected figures in all areas except the Middle Atlantic.
The number of deaths in the cities, attributed to influenza, remains
practically the same.

It does, however, appear that the incidence of influenza is
declining. Nevertheless new outbreaks of acute influenza-like
respiratory infections have been notified, particularly among
Indians in Wyoming and Montana; the most important epidemics
notified recently are in the State of Tennessee and certain counties
of the State of Mississippi.

Asia

North Borneo: Cases of influenza have been reported in various
districts, especially those of Labuan, Jesselton and lahad Datu.
No deaths have so far been notified.

Brunei: In addition to the 3 548 cases so far notified, a large
number of people, in all districts, secem to have been affected. Few
complications; five known deaths.

Europe

Germany (Federal Republic): The epidemic in Hessen reached
its peak six weeks after its appearance — during the week from
31 January to 6 February; 109 of the population appears to have
been affected during this period. Few serious cases; two of
encephalitis, 45% of the serums examined were A2 positive.
The epidemic is now decreasing.

Denmark: From 14 to 20 February, 2 493 cases of influenza were
notified in Copenhagen, against 1640 the previous week. The
disease remains mild.

France: The cases of “‘haemorrhagic influenza’ mentioned in
WER No. 5, page 66, have not been confirmed by Laboratory tests
as being attributable to an influenza virus.

Sweden: The number of cases notified from 14 to 20 February
rose to nearly 16000, twice as many as in the previous week.
Distribution is very uneven, high in the two northern districts of
Visterbotten and Visternorrland, but appreciable also in several
districts of central Sweden, where the disease is spreading.

Serological tests and the identification of virus strains which have
been isolated, confirm that the infection is due to virus A2.

Switzerland: The number of cases notified continues to decline:
10905 from 14 to 20 February; (14 783 the previous week and
15858 from 31 January to 6 February). 66 deaths have been
attributed to influenza between 7 and 13 February, in towns with
more than 10000 inhabitants.
