CHOLERA EN 1959

La fréquence du choléra en 1959 a été exceptionellement basse
dans ’Inde mais, malgré sa présence en Thailande et une augmenta-
tion considérable de la fréquence au Pakistan oriental en octobre

CHOLERA 1IN 1959

Cholera incidence in 1959 was unusually low in India and, in
spite of its presence in Thailand and of a considerable rise of the
incidence in East Pakistan during October and November, less
than 42 000 cases were officially reported in Asia as compared with
about 95 000 in 1958 and 64 000 in 1957.

In India the situation was probably the most favourable on record.
Less than 14 000 cases were provisionally notified against 67 000
reported in 1958. About 60 per cent. of all cases in India occurred
in the lower Ganges Valley but the incidence was very low in West
Bengal (see table). Further, out of 4 364 cases notified in Bihar,
3526 occurred in the districts of Patna and Gaya. Less than
200 cases were notified in Orissa.

D’aprés
les notifications télégraphiques provisoires 20 095 cas (avec 12 683
déces) ont été dénombrés pendant 1’année conmtre 16923 (10 541
déces) en 1958 et § 110 (5 137 déces) en 1957.

Pendant P’année, 1 229 cas ont été enregistrés a Calcutta (contre
4 895 en 1859); les autres ports et villes attenantes & un aéroport inter-
national signalant la présence du choléra comprennent Madras
(148 cas), Lucknow (15), Gaya (6), Jodhpur (1) et ’aéroport de
Dum Dum (2) dans P'Inde ainsi que Chalna (327 cas), Dacca (200)
et Chittagong (11) au Pakistan oriental.

La situation favorable dans la plupart des Etats de 1'Inde ressort
de la carte 3 la page 39.

En Thailande, ol la maladie a été présente depuis mai 1958, la
fréquence a baissé graduellement depuis le milieu de mois de mars
1959 et les derniers cas ont &té constatés au cours de la premiére
semaine d’octobre. Un total de 7777 cas (avec 625 décds) a été
relevé en 1959 dont pas moins de 5 073 cas 3 Bangkok et la province
de Thonburi ainsi que 1069 cas dans les trois provinces cotiéres
voisines de Bangkok — Samut Prakan, S. Sakhon et S. Songkhram.

In East Pakistan only 5300 cases were notified during the first
nine months of the year year but a sharp rise was recorded in
October reaching a peak incidence of about 1 400 cases during the
first week of November. According to provisional telegraphic
notifications 20 095 cases (with 12 683 deaths) were reported during
the year as against 16 923 (10 541 deaths) in 1958 and 8 110 cases
(5 137 deaths) in 1957.

During the year, 1229 cases were recorded in Calcutta (against
4 895 in 1958); other ports or towns served by an international
airport which reported the presence of cholera included Madras
(148 cases), Lucknow (15), Gaya (6), Jodhpur (1) and the Dum Dum
airport (2) in India, and Chalna (327 cases), Dacca (208) and
Chittagong (11) in East Pakistan,

The favourable situation in most States of India is shown on the
map on page 39. The continuous presence of cholera during 17 or
more consecutive weeks (see inset map) was recorded during the
year only in districts of the lower Ganges Valley (Bihar, West
Bengal) and in East Pakistan.

In Thailand where the disease was present from May 1958, the
incidence decreased slowly from the middle of March 1959 and
the last cases were reported during the first week of October.
A total of 7 777 cases (with 625 deaths) was notified in 1959 of which
not less than 5 073 cases were notified in Bangkok and Thonburi
Province and 1 069 cases in the three neighbouring coastal provinces
— Samut Prakan, S. Sakhon and S. Songkhram,

INFLUENZA

America

Canada. — During the last days of 1959, a few cases of the
influenza-like illness were reported at Youngstown (Alberta) and
in the Prince Edward Island.

United States. — The epidemiological situation can be summarized
as follows:

California: Absentee rates in schools and in industry do not
exceed 159;. Respiratory infections are on the increase in the
Southern half of the State. In the counties of Fresno, Merced,
Santa Barbara and Los Angeles, the number of cases is sizeable.
In Fresno County, two strains of type A2 were isolated. Incidence
of pneumonia is slighly increasing.

Iowa: The city of Davenport only, reports an increase in the
number of cases. Two strains of type A2 have been isolated in
separate communities.

Texas: An Al virus has been isolated in Forth Worth, and an
A2 virus was identified in Austin. Acute respiratory affections are
increasing in a number of cities. The impression is that pneumonia
cases are increasing.

Washington: Acute respiratory disease is affecting a smal group
of students in Seattle, but not the community.

Asia

Brunei. — An influenza epidemic began at the end of Decem-
ber 1959. More than 1,000 cases have been reported during the
first two weeks of January.,

Europe

Italy. — Outbreaks of influenza were reported during the first
10 days of Decembei in the Province of Genova, then successively
in the Provinces of Imperia, Rovigo, Bergame, Torino, Macerata,
Catanzaro and Milano. Sporadic cases were reported in the
Provinces of Grosseto, Cremone, Parme, Lucques and Savone.
Clinically, the affection remains mild,

In Genova, the absentee degree in schools and in indusﬁ'y remains
below 10%; A2 and B virus were isolated. An A2 strain was
identified in Milano.

Switzerland. — During the months o October, November and
December 1959, successively 130, 514 and 759 cases of influenza
were reported. During the two weeks ending 2 and 9 January 1960,
the numbers of cases reported were 4 and 214.

INTERNATIONAL SANITARY REGULATIONS

The Organization has been notified that, with effect from
1 December 1959, the Government of Finland is a party to the
arrangement concluded on 19 March 1955, under Article 104 of
the International Sanitary Regulations, between the Governments
of Denmark, Norway and Sweden. !
