LA PESTE EN 1959

La fréquence de 1a peste en 1959 a ét6 aussi peu élevée qu’en 1958;
moins de 300 cas humains ont été déclarés officiellement dans dix
“pays d’Afrique, d’Amérique et d’Asie (en dehors de la Chine conti-
nentale). Toutefois, I’apparition de cas isolés « accidentels » (aux
Etats-Unis d’Amérique et & Madagascar) et de petits foyers dans
des régions ayant été apparemment indemnes pendant une ou
plusicurs années (Inde septentrionale, Union Sud-Africaine),
montrent que P’infection se maintient parmi les rongeurs dans
diverses régions de ces trois continents. Aucun cas de peste n'a été
signalé dans des ports et, en Birmanie seulement, la maladie est
apparue dans des villes,

La présence de la peste parmi les rongeurs (sauvages ou do-
mestiques) a été notifiée au cours de ’année au Congo belge et au
Kenya, en Afrique; aux Etats-Unis d’Amérique et, en Asie, dans
V’Inde (Himachal Pradesh), en Indonésie (Java central) et dans la
ville d’Hamadan en Iran. :

En Amérique, les foyers actifs se situent en Equateur (comme
précédemment dans les provinces de Loja et Chimborazo) et dans
deux provinces du Pérou (Ayabaca et Hualgayoc). Au Brésil, la
présence de la maladie n’a été signalée que dans une seule région de
I’Etat de Bahia. Trois cas isolés ont été relevés en Californie et dans
1’Etat de New Mexico, aux Erats-Unis d’Amérigue.

En Asie, la Birmanie a notifié le plus grand nombre de cas; des
98 cas relevés pendant 1’année, 36 se sont produits dans des régions
urbaines de I'intérieur du pays. Dans I’Inde, deux districts seulement
ont signalé la présence de la peste dans la partie méridionale du
pays; cependant, dans le nord, un foyer (avec 15 cas) a été observé
dans une région montagneuse du Himachal Pradesh. Cet Etat était
vraiscmblablement indemne de peste pendant les neuf années
précédentes. En Indonésie, 1a présence de la maladie s’est manifestée
(avec environ 20 décés) dans la région endémique de Java cen-
tral: dans la régence de Bojolali, en mars, et dans celles de
Magelang et Wonosobo, en décembre.

PLAGUE IN 1959

The world incidence in 1959 was as low as in 1958; les sthan
300 cases of human plague were officially reported in ten countries
of Africa, America and Asia (outside continental China). However,
the occurence of *“accidental’’ single cases (in the United States of
America and Madagascar) and of small foci in areas which were
apparently free from human cases for one or more years (in Northern
India and in the Union of South Africa), indicates that the infection
is still maintained among rodents in wide areas of the three con-
tinents. No cases of plague were reported in ports and the disease
was present in towns only in Burma.

The presence of plague among rodents (wild or commensal) was
notified during the year in the Belgian Congo and Kenya in Africa;
in the United States of America; and, in Asia, in India (Himachal

Pt{adesh) in Indonesia (Central Java) and in the town of Hamadan
of Iran.

On the African continent plague cases were reported in the two
areas which also notified cases in 1958, namely the northeastern
part of Belgian Congo (Lubero and Blukwa areas) and two districts
of the Central Province of Kenya. In the Union of South Africa
an outbreak was reported in the Uitenhage District in October
where plague had apparently been absent since October 1957, In

 Madagascar only single cases were recorded in 5 districts of the

central plateau area.

In America active foci were located in Ecuador (as previously in
Loja and Chimborazo Provinces) and in two provinces of Peru
(Ayabaca and Hualgayoc). In Brazil the disease was notified only
in one area of the State of Bahia. Three single cases were reported
in California and New Meyjso, United States of Amreica.

In Asia, Burma unotified the highest number of cases; of the
98 cases reported during the year 36 occurred in four inland
urban areas. In India plague was apparently present only in two
districts of the southern part of the country. In the north an
outbreak (with 15 cases) was reported in a remote mountain area

.of Himachal Pradesh. This state had apparently been free from

plague during the last nine years. In Indonesia the presence of
plague (with about 20 deaths) was reported in the endemic area
of central Java: in the Bojolali Regency in March and in the
Magelang and Wonosobo Regencies in December.

GRIPPE

Amérique

Etats-Unis. — Les infections respiratoires aigués augmentent
en Californie, au Texas, dans le Michigan, en Pennsylvanie, Iowa,
Ohio, dans le district de Columbia, en Utah, dans les Etats de
Washington, Mississippi et Tennessee. Les décés attribuables a la
grippe et A la pneumonie augmentent dans les quatre premiers de
ces Etats; des virus A2 ont été isolés dans les sept premiers nommés.

La mortalité pour toutes causes, dans 117 villes importantes,
dépasse pour la deuxi¢me semaine consécutive les chiffres escomptés.

Europe

Danemark. — Les résultats des examens de laboratoire con-
duisent a attribuer 4 une souche A2 I'apparition d’une petite épi-
démie 3 Elseneur, dans un établissement militaire,

Finlande. — Depuis le 15 décembre, un certain nombre de pous-
sées localisées d’une affection analogue 3 la grippe ont été observées.
Il semble qu’un virus B soit en cause.

République fédérale d’Allemagne. — Dans les régions de Darm-
stadt, Kassel et Hersfeld des affections de nature grippale affec-
tent jusqu’a 509/, de la population. En Baviére du Nord une aug-
mentation des cas a été enregistrée le 23 janvier. A Francfort une
souche A2 a été isolée dans quelques cas.

INFLUENZA

America

United States. — Acute respiratory infections are increasing in
California, Texas, Michigan, Pennsylvania, Iowa, Ohio, the district
of Columbia, in Utah, the States of Washington, Mississippi and
Tennessee. In the first four States deaths attributed to influenza
and pneumonia have increased; virus A2 has been isolated in the
first seven areas mentioned.

Mortality from all causes for 117 cities exceeds the adjusted
average for the second consecutive week.

Europe

Denmark. — Results of laboratory tests indicate that the small
outbreak in a military establishment at Elsinore can be attributed
to an A2 strain.

Finland. — Since 15 December, a certain number of localized
outbreaks of an influenza-like infection have been observed.
A B virus seems to be responsible.

Federal Republic of Germany. — In the regions of Darmstadt,
Kassel and Hersfeld, influenza-like diseases have affected up to
509, of the population. In Northern Bavaria an increase of ca-
ses was noted on 23 January. An A2 strain has been identified
in a few cases in Frankfurt.
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
