INFLUENZA

America

United States: Influenza and influenza-like diseases are subsiding
in the south of California and Texas, in Alabama, Massachusetts
and certain parts of West Virginia. They are, however, showing
no decrease in Maryland, are continuing to a marked degrec in
the north of Texas, and rising in other areas—for example
Mississippi.

Influenza continues to be exclusively of the A2 type, A2 virus
strains having been isolated in 22 States. Influenza A infections
have been identified by serologic tests (complement fixation) as
bping responsible also for outbreaks in two other States. Myxo-
virus strains have occasionally been identified as well.

For the fifth consecutive week, in 117 cities, deaths from all
causes have exceeded the expected figure.

Asia

Norlh_Borneo: The epidemic notified at the end of December
at Brunei has spread to Labuan. The acute illness lasts on average
for three days. A number of children are being affected.

Brunei: A virus has been isolated and identified as A2 at the
Influenza Centre of the World Health Organization at Singapore.

Europe

Belgium: Absenteeism in schools, factories and large shops
remains moderate (10%). The disease continues to be mild in
form. Several cases have been notified in East Flanders, particu-

larly in the south of the province, One death has occurred from
encephalitis.

Denmark: 1102 cases of influenza have been reported at Copen-
hagen from 31 January to 6 February, against 828 the previous
week. The vitus strain responsible is not yet known.

France: Virus strains isolated at Paris as well as in the country
are type A2. The epidemic is subsiding. Serological tests carried
out on samples taken in the south-east and in the Lyons area confirm
the presence of virus A2.

Netherlands: Virus A2 has been isolated from samples taken
from inmates of a rest home for aged people, situated in the north-
west of the country. About half have been affected. There have
been two deaths from pneumonia,

Sweden: The incidence of influenza-like diseases is increasing.
For the one week from 31 January to 6 February, the number of
cases registered has risen to about 3 000 (2 634 for the whole month
of January). The districts most affected are those of Visternorr-
land (about 900 cases) and Visterbotten (about 550 cases), both
of which are in the north of the country. A few deaths of aged
people have been recorded. All virus strains isolated belong to
sub-group A2.

Switzerland: 15 858 cases have been recorded from 31 January
to 6 February (12 195 the previous week). The Influenza Centre
at Berne has identified virus A2.

Between 24 and 30 January, in towns with more than 10 000
inhabitants, 40 deaths have been attributed to influenza.

The cantons most affected are those of Zurich, St. Gall, Basle-
Town, Solothurn and Geneva.
