AREA LIST

Based on the International Sanitary Regulations (as amended by Additional
Regulations of 1955 and 1956) the following criteria are used in compiling and
maintaining the infected area list: )

I. An area is entered in the list on receipt of information of:

() a declaration of infection ander Article 3;

(i) the first non-imported case of plague, cholera, yellow fever or smallpox;

(iii) plague infection among rodents on land or on craft which are part
of the equipment of a port;

(iv) activity of yellow-fever virus in vertebrates other than man using one
of the following criteria:

(a) the discovery of the specific lesions of yellow fever in the liver
of vertebrates indigenous to the area; or

(b) the isolation of yellow-fever virus from any indigenous vertebrates;

(v) an epidemic of typhus or relapsing fever {an epidemic is interpreted
to mean the occurrence of two or more non-imported cases in a local
area during a four-week (typhus) or a three-week (relapsing fever)
period).

II, An areais deleted from the list on receipt of information as follows:

(i) if the area was declared infected (Article 3), it is deleted from the list
on receipt of a declaration under Article 6 that the area is free from
infection. If information is available which indicates the area has
not been free from infection during the time intervals stated in Article 6,
the Article 6 declaration is not published, the arca remains on the
list and the health administration concerned is queried as to the true
situation; ’

(ii) if the area entered the list for reasons other than a declaration under
Article 3 (see L (ii) to (v) above), it is deleted trom the list on receipt
of negative weekly reports for the time intervals stated in Article 6.
In the absence of such reports, the area is deleted from the list on receipt
of a notification of freedom from infection (Article 6) when at least
the time period given in Article 6 has elapsed since the last notified case.

Amérique

Etats-Unis d’ Amérigue. — Alors que, depuis le début de la saison,
48 états ont enregistré des poussées d’affections de type grippal,
le nombre des états ayant confirmé des épidémies de grippe B est
de 34, Pour la deuxiéme semaine consécutive, les déces dus 3 la
poeumonie et & la grippe sont en augmentation dans 108 villes.

En Californie, dans 1’Orégon et le Missouri, le virus A2 a été
identifié par augmentation de titre sérologique chez 6 malades. Il
s’agit de cas isolés, sans tendance épidémique. (Rapport du 2 mars,)

Europe

Allemagne, République fédérale d’. — Depuis mi-janvier, une
€pidémie de grippe B est apparue en Hesse. L’affection est bénigne.
Selon les renseignements fournis par deux compagnies d’assurance
maladie de Marburg, le taux d’attaque s’est accru progressi-
vement; il a apparemment atteint son maximum — 12% — au
cours de la semaine terminée le 17 février. Aucun déces n’était
signalé au 19 février.

Le virus B a été identifié par augmentation du titre sérologique

d’anticorps chez de nombreux malades. Deux souches de virus B
ont €té isolées par 1'Institut d’Hygi¢ne de I'Université de Marburg;
elles sont semblables A la souche Johannesburg 1958, mais présen-
tent une différence antigénique par rapport a la souche B/Lee/40
et, 3 un moindre degré, par rapport 3 la souche B/Stockholm/54.

EPIDEMIOLOGICAL NOTES

INFLUENZA

America

United States of America. — Confirmed outbreaks of Influenza B
have occurred in 34 States. States reporting outbreaks of influenza-
like disease since the beginning of the season number 48. Pneu-
monia-influcnza deaths in 108 cities show an increase for the
second consecutive week. ’

Serologic titer rises to influenza A2 have been reported from a
total of 6 patients in California, Oregon and Missouri, No out-
breaks are associated with these cases. (Report dated 2 March.)

Europe

Federal Republic of Germany. — An epidemic of a mild form
of influenza Type B appeared in Hesse in the middle of January.
Based on information from: two Marburg sick insurance funds,
the attack rate increased gradually to reach an apparent peak of

129, in the week ending 17 February. No deaths have been

reported up to 19 February,

Virus B has been identified by serological titer rises of antibodies in
many patients. Two strains of B Virus have been isolated at the
Hygiene Institute of Marburg University; they are similar to the
Johannesburg 1958 strain but show an antigenic difference from
the B/Lee/40 strain, and also—but to a lesser degree—from the
B/Stockholm/54 strain. :

Netherlands. — During the week starting 11 February, influenza
appeared in a garrison in the south of the country. The incidence
rate was approximatively 109,. Three strains of A2 Virus were
isolated. ‘

Le 10¢ cas est la femme du cas importé; Ie 11e, 1e fils du cas
importé; le 128, un médecin de I’hépital de Simmerath; le 13e,
une infirmitre du méme hépital; le 14¢, un fils du cas 3; le 15¢,
un employé de I’hdpital tombé malade le 18 février et considéré
comme suspect jusqu’a confirmation du diagnostic, le 1¢T mars.
Le 16° cas, le mari du cas 3, était a I’isolement depuis le 2 février,
lorsque la maladie s’est déclarée, Ie 5 février; le diagnostic a été
établi rétrospectivement le 2 mars.

Royaume-Uni, — District urbain de Rhondda, Glamorganshire,
Wales: 1 Quatre cas suspects de variole ayant été signalés le 26
février, la variole a été diagnostiquée rétrospectivement chez upe
femme décédée le 9 février dans un hépital de Rhondda. Trois
des cas suspects sont des parents de la femme décédée. Ils tombérent
malades du 19 au 23 février; les éruptions apparurent entre le 23
et le 25. Le quatritme cas suspect est un médecin du district rural
de Llantrissant qui avait assisté a Pautopsie. 11 tomba malade le
22 février; I"éruption apparut le 25. Au 2 mars, le diagnostic des
4 cas suspects ci-dessus était confirmé par culture sur ceuf.

Un enfant, hospitalisé dans I’établissement o eut licu le déces,
tomba malade le 14 février; 3 la suite dune éruption, apparue
le 18, le diagnostic de varicelle fut établi, Le 2 mars, ce cas suspect
de variole n’avait ét¢ ni confirmé ni infirmé par le laboratoire.
La mére de cet enfant, malade depuis le 26 février, est également
considérée comme un cas suspect.

De plus, une femme habitant dans le district rural de Llantris-
sant, qui avait été en contact avec le cas décédé, était également
considérée comme un cas suspect. La maladie apparut le 18 février
et éruption le 20. Le diagnostic de variole par culture sur ccuf
était confirmé par le laboratoire le 2 mars.

La femme décédée vivait prés de I’hopital pour varioleux, &
Rhondda, o avait été isolé, le 16 janvier, le cas importé de
Karachi. On se souvient que ce cas importé était arrivé 3 Paéroport
de Londres le 11 jamvier; il se rendit le 13 i Cardiff ou il
séjourna jusqu’au 15 janvier — date de son admission a P’hopital
des maladies contagicuses.

Au 8 mars, la situation était la suivante: 6 cas confirmés (dont
un déces) et 2 cas suspects.

SMALLPOX

Europe

Federal Republic of Germany. —

Aachen:* By 8 March only one case, the hospital dermatologist,
had been reported.

Diisseldorf:2 Under the provisions of Article 6 of the Regulations,
Diisseldorf has been notified as free of smallpox infection as of
5 March. It is recalled that Diisseldorf became an infected local
area on 5 February, Ounly one case occurred—the nurse who
died on 19 February. She had become ill on 2 February and was
isolated on 5 February.

Monschau Kreis: ? By 2 March, 7 more cascs were confirmed;
on 6, a retrospective diagnosis being made.

Case 10 is the wife of the imported case; case 11, the son of
the imported case; case 12, a physician at Simmerath Hospital;
case 13, a nurse at the same hospital; case 14, a son of case
3; case 15, a hospital employee who fell ill on 18 February
and was a suspect until confirmed on 1 March; case 16, the husband
of case 3—he has been in quarantine since 2 February, fell
ill on 5 February, and a retrospective diagnosis was made on
2 March.

On 5 March, 3 further cases were confirmed: case 17, a hospital
patient who fell ill on 14 February; case 18, a hospital employee
who fell ill on 11 February, and case 19, the wife of case 18, who
fell ill on 21 February.

One suspect remains.

United Kingdom. — Rhondda Urban District, Glamorganshire,
Wales:* On 26 February, 4 smallpox suspects were reported in
Rhondda Urban District. Then a retrospective diagnosis of small-
pox was made in a woman who died on 9 February in a hospital
in Rhondda. Three of these suspects are relatives of the deceased.
Onsets of their illness ranged from 19-23 February and their rashes
appeared between 23 and 25 February. The fourth suspect, a
physician of Llantrissant Rural District, who was present at the
post-morten, became ill on 22 February and developed a rash on
tae 25th,  All 4 above suspects were confirmed by egg culture
as smallpox by 2 March.

A child in the hospital where the death took place became ill
on 14 February, developed a rash on the 18th, diagnosed as
chickenpox; suspected to be smallpox, the diagnosis had not, by
2 March, been confirmed or otherwise by the laboratory. ‘This
child’s mother became ill on 26 February and is considered
a smallpox suspect.

One further suspect, living in Llantrissant Rural District, was a
close contact of the deceased. The onset of her illness was on
18 February and of the rash on tte 20th. This suspect was
confirmed by egg culture as smallpox by 2 March.

The deceased smallpox case lived near the Smallpox Hospital
in Rhondda where the imported case from Karachi was isolated
on 16 January. It is recalled that this imported case arrived at
London airport on 11 January, and travelled to Cardiff on 13,
where he stayed until admitted to an Infectious Disease Hospital
on 15 January.

By 8 March, the situation was as follows: 6 confirmed cases
(including ope death) and 2 suspected cases.
