United States. — In addition to the outbreaks of Type B influenza
previously reported in 4 states — Florida, Arizona, California
and Colorado—this type of virus was also identified in outbreaks
of respiratory diseases in Oregon, Illinois and Missouri. Schools
were mainly affected by the illness.

In Oregon, 10 serologic titer rises implicate influenza B.

In Missouri, the appearance of the disease has been multi-focal.
In 7 cases, influenza B virus was isolated in eggs and tissue culture.

In southwestern Illinois, influenza B virus was isolated from
2 cases.

Preliminary antigenic studies have shown that two strains isolated
in Arizona were very closely related to the B/ Maryland/1/59 strain,
but with low cross reactions with B/Great Lakes/1739/54 and
B/Lee/40 strains. Additional tests are in progress and will be
reported at a later date.

SMALLPOX

Europe

Federal Republic of Germany. —?* In addition to the imported
case (case No 1) and the two non imported cases already observed
in Diisseldorf, another non imported suspected case was reported
on 5 January, which was however not confirmed by laboratory.

The patient No 1, who is 37 years old, is suffering of a mild form
of smallpox. He travelled from Monrovia to Dakar on 1 De-
cember 1961 (flight Air France AF 484), from Dakar to Paris on
the same day (flight 4ir France AF 300) and from Paris to Diissel-
dorf on 2 December (flight Air France AF 762). He went by car
to Goslar and Othfriesen (Nieder-Sachsen) on 7 and 8 December
1961, and by train to Freiburg im Breisgau on 11 and 12 December;
he was taken by car from the station to a mine of Rhingsheim
(Baden-Wiirtemberg). The first symptoms appeared on 13 De-
cember (and not on 15 as previously reported).

Some 80 primary contacts were isolated, 15 of them in Diissel-
dorf. By 6 January, 24 000 persons had been vaccinated in the
24 public centres opened in Diisseldorf. Further vaccinations, the
number of which is not yet known, had been carried out in private
centres. The voluntary participation of the population was most
satisfactory.

The 29 year old wife of case No 1 is also suffering of a mild form
of smallpox. She had been unsuccessfully vaccinated in 1959.

Their child, aged 5, is the only typical case of smalipox. He
had been unsuccessfully vaccinated in 1959. :

Three further suspect cases in Diisseldorf were notified on
11 January.

United Kingdom. — ! No secondary cases had been reported by
11 January, following the two cases imported from Pakistan. Both
patients had been vaccinated in Karachi, the London case on
17 November 1961 and the case of West Bromwich on 25 Novem-
ber 1961.

The London case died on 7 January.

1t is recalled that, under the provisions of the International Sani-
tary Regulations, neither London nor the County Boroughs near
Birmingham may be considered as smallpox infected local areas.

Switzerland. — A mild case of smallpox was clinically diagnosed
on 6 January in a man living in Schaffhausen, who visited Diissel~
dorf (Fed. Rep. of Germany) from 26 December 1961 to 1 January
1962, and fell ill on S January. He had no known contact with
the infected family. Laboratory confirmed smallpox.

The patient has been hospitalized. His contacts were isolated
and a vaccination campaign has been undertaken.
No secondary cases had been reported by 11 January.

It is recalled that, under the provisions of the International Sanitary

Regulations, Schaffhausen may not be considered as a smallpox
infected local area.
