EPIDEMIOLOGICAL NOTES

INFLUENZA

America

' United States.—1 Influenza Virus B has been identified in Georgia
and New Mexico; this brings to 10 the number of States in which
the virus has been identified since the beginning of this season’s
outbreaks.

Since 1 Januvary, multiple outbreaks have been reported in Geor-
gia scattered throughout the State. The school population has been
mainly affected. Two isolations of influenza Virus B have been
obtained from children in the Greater Atlanta area.

In New Mexico, 2 patients, both from Las Cruces on the Mexican
border, who were ill in mid-December, showed rising serologic
titers to influenza Virus B.

The State of Washington has confirmed influenza B in several
additional counties.

The University of Chicago (Illinois) reports an increase incidence

of acute respiratory disease at its clinic. Influenza Virus B was
isolated from one student.

Philippines. —' A detailed table showing the number of cases

-and deaths ‘reported in each local area since the beginning of the

outbreak has been received from the health administration of
the Philippines. The figures given include all reported cases,
whether or not they have been confirmed by laboratory. There
are a few minor discrepancies between the weekly figures published
here and those given in WER No. 4: complementary information
has been requested.

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En plus du tableau détaillé ci-dessus, I’Organisation a regu, pour
d’autres places, des données globales concernant les cas et les déces
rapportés pendant la période écoulée entre le début de I’épidémie et
le 4 décembre 1961 inclus.

L’administration sanitaire s’efforce de faire confirmer tous les cas
cliniques par le laboratoire, mais cette confirmation n’avait été
obtenue, 'la date du 31 décembre, que pour 424 cas, ! dans lesquels
le vibrion El Tor avait toujours été mis en &vidence.

Les quelques cas qui étaient encore rapportés fin décembre 1961
4 Aklan, Bulacan, Capiz, Manille et Roxas City représentaient la
queue de I’épidémie qui en était 3 sa phase terminale dans ces cir-
conscriptions. C’était dans les provinces de Samar, Davao et
Negros Oriental que la poussée épidémique progressait oment.
De plus, des rapports préliminaires en provenance d Leyte! Taclo-
ban City, Romblon et Camarines Norte indiguaient existence de
poussées non encore confirmées,

Toutes les mesures préventives et curatives possibles continuent
4 étre développées. De juillet 3 fin décembre 1961, un total d’envi-
ron 8 millions de doses de vaccin a été distribué pour inoculer la
population. Cependant les possibilités de production de vaccin
étaient encore insuffisantes fin décembre, malgré une capacité de
production portée a 100 000 doses par jour.

Des recherches bactériologiques, épidémiologiques et cliniques sont
projetées ou sont en cours, avec la collaboration du Département
philippin de la Santé publique, de la United States Naval Medical
Research Unit N° 2 de Taipeh, et du United States National Institute
of Health de Bethesda (Maryland).

Il est rappelé qu’aux termes du Réglement sanitaire international, les
circonscriptions ci-dessus ne sauraient, en raison de ces cas de para-
choléra (vibrion E| Tor), étre considérées comme des circonscriptions
infectées de choléra.

Etats sous régime de traité. —1 Dubai: Aprés le cas non importé,
confirmé le 20 janvier et décédé le 22, un cas ancien, au stade des-
quamatif, a ét¢ confirmé le 25 janvier, chez un enfant de 2 ans qui
§’était trouvé au Pakistan un mois auparavant. Neuf cas ont ensuite
¢été confirmés & Dubai chez des Pakistanais les 26, 27 et 28 janvier.
Deux décés se sont produits le 29 janvier parmi ces malades.

Les cas et leurs contacts ont été isolés. Les baraquements ont été
briilés. Les zones habitées environnantes ont été encerclées et une
vaccination massive de toute la population y est en cours.

Mascate et Oman. —* Masna (District de Batina - 96 kms. de
Mascate): Les 7 cas suspects signalés la semaine dernidre n’étaient
pas de la variole. A part les 3 cas confirmés Ie 23 janvier, aucun
autre cas n’était signalé A la date du ler février,

In addition to the above detailed table, the Organization has
received, for other places, the global number of cases and deaths
reported from the outbreak of the epidemic until 4 December 1961
(incl). The figures received are reproduced below:

For Cotabato, Negros Oriental and Mindoro Oriental, the cases
were reported on 4 December only.

A study of the above table week by week shows that the epidemic,
which was first observed in Manila, its suburbs aad the surrounding
areas, spread progressively and radially to other areas.

The health administration is endeavouring to obtain laboratory
confirmation of all clinical cases; however, by 31 December, only
424 cases! had been confirmed, in all of which El Tor vibrio was
present.

The few cases which were still reported in Aklan, Bulacan, Capiz,
Manila and Roxas City represented the tail end of the epidemic
which reached its final phase in these areas. The outbreak was
then developing in the provinces of Samar, Cavao and Negros
Oriental, Preliminary reports from Leyte, Tacloban City, Romblon
and Camarines Norte, also indicated some non-confirmed out-
breaks.

All possible prophylactic and curative measures continue to be
taken. From July to December 1961, a total of some 8 million
doses of vaccine were distributed for inoculation of the population.
At the end of December, means available for the preparation of
the vaccine were still insufficient, inspite of a daily production capa-
city of 100 000 doses.

Bacteriological, epidemiological and clinical research has been
undertaken or is envisaged, with the co-operation of the Department
of Public Health of the Philippines, the United States Naval Medical
Research Unit No 2 of Taipeh and the United States National
Institute of Health of Bethesda (Maryland).

1t is recalled that, under the provisions of the International Sanitary
Regulations, the above areas, on the basis of these cases of paracholera
(El Tor vibrio ), may not be considered as cholera infected local areas.

Asia

Trucial States. —1 Dubai: After confirmation, on 20 January,
of the non-imported case (followed by death on 22), a case which
had already reached its desquamatory phase, was confirmed on
25 January in a 2 years old child who had been in Pakistan a month
before. On 26, 27 and 28 January, 9 further cases — all Pakistanis
— were confirmed at Dubai. Two of them died on 29 January.

The patients and their contacts were isolated. Hutted accommo-
dations were burnt. In the surrounding areas, which were cut off
from access, vaccination of the whole population is in progress.

Muscat and Oman. —' Masna (Batina District - 60 miles from
Muscat) : The 7 suspected cases reported last week are not small-
pox. Apart from the 3 cases confirmed on 23 January, no further
cases were reported by 1 February.

Birmingham — Cardiff — Tipton: Aucun cas nouveau n’est
signalé au ler février.

Bradford: Deux nouveaux cas confirmés de variole sont signalés
4 Bradford, ol le nombre des cas confirmés s’éléve maintenant 3
13 et celui des décds & 6, & la suite du décds, survenu le 23 jan-
vier, du médecin qui avait pratiqué le prélévement post-mortem
sur le cas importé.

Hornchurch (Essex): Un cas clinique a été signalé & 1’Organisa-
tion le 31 janvier. La maladie avait commencé le 22 janvier, 1’érup-
tion était apparue le 27 et le médecin avait été consulté Ie 29, Le
malade n’avait pas eu de contact connu avec des cas de variole.

llkley (Yorkshire — prés de Bradford): Un cas confirmé est
signalé chez un jeune gargon domt l’infection parait avoir son
origine a I’hopital de Bradford.

Londres (Metropolitan Borough de Woolwich): Un cas non
importé de variole a été hospitalisé le 24 janvier. L’Organisation
a ét¢ informée le 26 janvier de la confirmation du laboratoire.
Le malade avait ét€ isolé chez lui pour varicelle, dés le 13 janvier,
et les examens de laboratoire précédents n’avaient pas démontré
1a variole. Grace 3 cet isolement, il y eut peu de contacts.

Le malade n’était pas sorti du Royaume-Uni et n’avait pas eu
de contact connu avec des cas de variole A D’intérieur du pays.

Le Metropolitan Borough de Woolwich (sud-est Londres) a
donc ét¢ indiqué dans le Relevé N° 4 du 26 janvier comme circons-
cription infectée, sur la base d’un cas non importé. Rappelons
que 'aéroport de Londres en est éloigné de 30 kms.

Aucun autre cas n’est signalé & Woolwich au 1¢f février.

Allemagne, République fédérale d’. —* Aux termes de 1’article 6
du Réglement sanitaire international, la ville de Diisseldorf a été
déclarée indemne de variole le 30 janvier par I’administration sani-
taire de la République fédérale. Rappelons que la famille malade,
ainsi que I’infirmiére traitante dont le décés par variole a été relaté
dans le N° 4, étaient isolées depuis le 1er janvier.

II n’y a plus aucun cas de variole en République fédérale alle-
mande.

Europe

United Kingdom. —?1

Birmingham — Cardiff — Tipton: No further case was reported
by 1 February. -

Bradford: Two further confirmed cases of smallpox have been
reported in Bradford; this brings to 13 the number of confirmed
cases. Six deaths have occurred, including that, on 23 January,

of the physician who performed the post-mortem on the imported
case.

Hornchurch (Essex): A clinical case was reported to the Orga-
nization on 31 January. He fell ill on 22 January and the rash
appeared on 27; he saw a physician on 29 January. The patient
had no known contact with smallpox cases.

Ilkley ( Yorkshire — near Bradford): A confirmed case has been
reported in a young boy. The infection seems to originate from
Bradford Hospital.

The Urban Districts of Hornchurch and Ilkley are therefore
listed in this Record as smallpox infected local areas.

London ( Woolwich Metropolitan Borough): A non-imported case
of smallpox was hospitalized on 24 January. The Organization
was informed on 26 January that the laboratory had confirmed the
diagnosis. The patient had been isolated at his home for chicken-
pox since 13 January and previous laboratory tests were negative
for smallpox. Owing to the patient’s isolation, there were few
contacts.

The patient did not travel outside the United Kingdom and
had no known contact with the smallpox cases in the country.

Waoolwich Metropolitan Borough (south-east London) was
therefore listed as an infected local area in Record No. 4 of 26 Janu-
ary, on the basis of one non-imported case. It is recalled that
London airport is at a distance of 19 miles.

No further case was reported in Woolwich by 1 February.

Federal Republic of Germany. — ! The health administration of
the Federal Republic of Germany notified the Organization that
Diisseldorf became free of smallpox on 30 January. It is recalled
that the sick family, as well as their nurse, whose death due to
smallpox was reported in No. 4, had been isolated since 1 January,

The Federal Republic of Germany is now completely free of
smallpox.
