Four further States have confirmed influenza Virus B: Indiana,
Montana, North Dakota and Nebraska.

The laboratory of the Communicable Disease Center, Atlanta,
confirms that the current Type B influenza strains are similar to
the B/Maryland/1/59 strain, but distinctly different from strains
isolated prior to 1955.

Japan. — 1 By 15 February, the influenza outbreak, which started
in January in Tokyo, had extended to 32 prefectures out of 46.
In Tokyo, 46% of the primary and intermediate schools were
completely or partially closed.

Virus A2 has been isolated from 15 patients in Tokyo, Kawasaki
(Kanagawa Prefecture) and Takasaki (Gumma Prefecture).
