CRITERJA USED IN COMPILING THE INFECTED
AREA LIST

Based on the International Sanitary Regulations (as amended by Additional
Regulations of 1955 and 1956) the following criteria are used in compiling and
maintaining the infected area list: .

L An area is entered in the list on receipt of information of:

(i) a declaration of infection under Article 3;
(ii) the first non-imported case of plague, cholera yellow fever or amallpox;

(iii) plague infection among rodents on land or on craft which are part
of the equipment of a port; :

(iv) activity of yellow-fever virus in vertebrates other than man using one
of the following criteria:

{a) the discovery of the specific lesions of yellow fever in the liver
of vertebrates indigenous to the area; or

(b} the isofation of yellow-fever virus from any indigenous vertebrates;

(v) an epidemic of typhus or relapsing fever [an epidemic is interpreted
to mean the occurrence of two or more non-imported cases in a local

arca during a four-weck (typhus) or a three-week (relapsing fever)
period}].

II. An area is deleted from the list on receipt of information as follows:

(i) if the area was declared infected (Article 3), it is deleted from the list
on receipt of a declaration under Article 6 that the area is fres from
infection. If information is available which indicates the area has
not been free from infection during the time intervals stated in Article 6,
the Article 6 declaration is not published, the arca remains on the

list and the health administration concerned is queried as to the true
situation;

(ii) if the area entered the list for reasons other than a declaration under
Article 3 (see I. (ii) to (v) above), it is deleted from the list on receipt
of negative weekly reports for the time intervals stated in Article 6,
In the absence of such reports, the arca is deleted from the list on receipt
of a notification of freedom from infection (Article 6) when at least
the time period given in Article 6 has elapsed since the last notified case.

Hong Kong. —* Cing nouveaux cas de choléra El Tor ont été
rapportés, ce qui porte le bilan de I’épidémie 4 13 cas,¥dont un
importé: 3 malades venaient de I’fle de¢ Hong Kong, 8 de la zone
urbaine de Kowloon et un de Ja région de Yuen Long ( New Terri-
tories).

EPIDEMIOLOGICAL NOTES

CHOLERA
Asia

Hong Kong. —! Five further cases of cholera El Tor have been
reported. This brings the total number of cases to 13 including
one imported case: 3 were from Hong Kong Island, 8 from the
urban areas of Kowloon and one from the Yuen Long arca (New
Territories). There have been no deaths and all cases have res-
ponded rapidly to treatment. Nine were severe and 4 relatively
mild. No common;source of infection has been identified.

224 contacts were isolated in the Quarantine Centre amongst
whom were 21 contacts carriers. None of them had clinica
symptoms of cholera.

The last case (thirteenth) was confirmed on 13 July.

Macao. —* The four cholera cases already reported, including
one death, occurred among Chinese living on boats.

From 2 to 12 July, 10 additional cases were confirmed by labo-
ratory. One death occurred on 2 July. On 13 July, the situation
was as follows: 14 cases including 2 deaths. None of them had
been vaccinated.

100 contacts have been isolated, including 7 carriers, none of
whom had clinical symptoms of cholera. Contacts are discharged
only after 3 consecutive negative examinations.

Eight strains of vibrios isolated by 6 July were of the Ogawa
Type and 2 of the Inaba Type. It has not yet been possible to
determine whether they were El Tor vibrios.

Sarawak: Kuching District (excluding airport). — The follow-
ing information has been received concerning the case o jcholera
El Tor which occurred in Kampong Singan, Kuching District.
(Kampong Singan lies opposite the town of Kuching on the north
bank of Kuching River.)

The diagnosis of cholera El Tor has been confirmed by laboratory.
Three carriers have been isolated and all necessary measures,
including the vaccination of the population of Kampong Singan,
have been taken. The source of infection is not yet known.

Thailand. — An outbreak of cholera has been reported in Nakhon
Srithamrat Province. 143 cases and 29 deaths were observed by
20 July. Bankok (PA) was declared infected on 24 July.

Thailand had been free of cholera since 20 November 1959.
From May 1958 to November 1959, 19 539 cases and 2 373 deaths
had been reported during an epidemic which started n Bangkok
and spread to other parts of the country.

SMALLPOX

Europe

Sweden: Stockholm (excluding Arlanda airport). — The last
reported case of smallpox, confirmed on 12 July, was identified as
a case on 8§ July and transferred from the annex of the isolation
hospital to the isolation hospital itself. The patient had been in
isolation in the annex of this hospital since 22 June.
