INFLUENZA
Africa

South Africa. — A strain of Virus B (B/Johannesburg-1/62),
which had been sent in September 1962 to the World Influenza
Centre, London, and was tested by haemagglutination-inhibition,
has shown antigenic characteristics more closely related to
B/England-9/54 than to any other strains included in the test
(B/Lee, B/Bon, B/Johannesburg-33/58 and B/TW-4/62). Strains
of this antigenic character do not appear to have been isolated
since 1957.

America

United States.* — Outbreaks of influenza-like illness have now
been reported from the District of Columbia and 13 States including
North Carolina, Maryland, Virginia, Delaware, Kansas, Illinois,
Georgia, Maine, Vermont, South Carolina, New York, Ohio and
Massachusetts. Influenza Virus A2 has been isolated or confirmed
by serologic titer rises in the District of Columbia, and in the
following 6 States: Maryland, Kansas, North Carolina, Virginia,
New York and Illinois (Great Lakes Naval Training Stations).

A rather sharp rise in the number of pneumonia-influenza deaths
was reported in New York City for the week ending 1 February.
Since that week, 11 isolations of Virus A2 have been obtained,
5 of which came from specimens collected during an outbreak
in a children’s institution in Manhattan. Outbreaks of influenza-
like illness have also been observed in 3 towns in Ohio (Cincinnati,
Springfield and Dayton) and at a college in Massachusetts.

The following further information has been received concerning
the outbreaks which were mentioned last week: 17 A2 isolations
have been obtained from cases in Washington ( District of Colum-
bia) where industrial absenteeism remains high; in Virginia, out-
breaks continue to progress affecting communities in all regions,
except in the West, and 3 cases in the Richmond area show sero-
logic confirmation of recent infection with Virus A2; in Maryland,
the epidemic is subsiding in Baltimore but appears to affect Frede-
rick County where 2 strains of Virus A2 have been isolated; out-
breaks have been observed in 4 communities in Delaware, in 5
counties in South Carolina, and in several additional counties of
North Carolina where the epidemic has spread throughout the
State.

Asia

China (Taiwan). — Four strains of virus sent to the World
Influenza Centre, London, in December 1962 were identified as
Virus B strains; they differ antigenically from all Virus B strains
previously isolated. '

The results of complement-fixation and haemagglutination-
inhibition tests showing that the new group is distinct from former
B strains have been communicated by WHO to its Influenza Centres
and Observers throughout the world.
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Europe

Rép. féd. d’Allemagne, — Des poussées épidémiques d’allure
grippale ont été rapportées depuis mi-janvier dans le territoire de
la Ruhr (Essen, Miilheim), alors que, dans la région de Francfort-
sur-le-Main, le nombre des cas suspects de grippe a commencé 2
augmenter nettement vers le 3 février.

Les examens sérologiques pratiqués & P’Institut de Sérologic de
PUniversité de Francfort font penser que le virus A2 est en cause.
Cliniquement, il s’agit d'une affection fébrile, avec énanthime
buccal, conjonctivite fréquente, et parfois des névralgies lombaires
ou des symptomes digestifs.

Royaume-Uni. — Des poussées épidémiques d’affections respi-
ratoires, d’allure grippale bénigne, ont été rapportées, principa-
lement dans le sud de I’ Angleterre.

Cinq souches de virus A2 ont été isolées dans cette région. Les
examens sérologiques ont également indiqué que le virus A était
en cause au cours de certaines de ces poussées.

Les chiffres de mortalité hebdomadaire attribuée 3 la grippe pour
I’ensemble du pays restent trds inférieurs aux chiffres correspon-
dants de 1962, malgré leur ascension progressive.

INFLUENZA (continued)

Europe

Fed. Rep. of Germany. — Outbreaks of an influenza-like disease
have been reported since mid-January in the Ruhr (Essen, Miilheim),
while in and around Frankfurt-am-Main there has been a marked
increase in the number of suspected cases of influenza since 3
February.

Scrological tests carricd out at the Serological Institute of Frank-
furt University seem to indicate that Virus A2 is responsible.
Clinically the disease is characterized by fever, endothelial mouth
lesions, [conjunctivitis (frequently), lumbar pains and gastro-
intestinal disturbances.

United Kingdom. — Outbreaks of influenza-like respiratory
diseases of a mild form have been reported, mainly in southern
England.

Five strains of Virus A2 have been isolated in this area. Sero-
logical tests also indicate that certain of these outbreaks are due
to Virus A.

The weekly figures of deaths attributed to influenza remain, for
the whole country, much below those recorded for the corresponding
period of 1962; they are however increasing slightly. ‘
