GRIPPE
Europe

Finlande. —?1 Le 20 avril, I’épidémie d’allure grippale était
pratiquement terminée. On estime qu’environ 25% de la population
d’Helsinki a contracté la maladie. Dans ’armée, environ 35% des
hommes ont di étre hospitalisés pendant 1’épidémie.

La plupart des infections furent causées par le virus grippal A2
et 'adénovirus 3, comme I’ont démontré I’identification des souches
isolées ainsi que les examens sérologiques. Cependant on a également
isolé une souche de virus grippal B et cing souches de virus hémad-
sorbants (non encore identifiées); en outre, ’infection a virus B
fut récemment mise en évidence par la sérologie dans différentes
régions du pays.

France (Information A la date du 6 avril). —2 La grippe est
partout en régression. Dans I’ensemble, elle ne parait pas avoir
donné lieu & des épidémies importantes, la plupart d’entre elles
ayant ét€ localisées a des collectivités telles que des établissements
scolaires.

République fédérale d’Allemagne. —® Le 20 avril I'incidence des
affections d’allure grippale était redevenue normale dans le nord-
ouest ¢ de la République fédérale d’Allemagne.

EPIDEMIOLOGICAL NOTES

INFLUENZA
Europe

Finfand. —* By 20 April, the influenza outbreak was practically
over. Itis estimated that about 25%, of the population of Helsinki
was affected. In the army, about 35% of the men needed hospita-
lization during the epidemic.

Serological tests and isolations of viruses confirmed that most
infections were due to influenza Virus A2 and Adenovirus 3.
One strain of influenza Virus B and five strains of hemadsorbing
agents (not yet identified) were isolated. Serological evidence of
infection with Virus B has also been obtained recently in various
parts of the country.

France (Information dated 6 April). — 2 Influenza is regressing
everywhere. On the whole it does not appear to have given rise
to large outbreaks; most of them were limited to communities
such as schools.

Federal Republic of Germany. —3 By 20 April the incidence of
influenza-like disease had returned to normal in the North-West ¢
of the Federal Republic of Germany.

VARIOLE
Afrique

Tchad. — 21 cas et 5 déces de variole ont été notifiés pour la
semaine terminée le 8 avril dans la Préfecture de Ouaddai, qui
était indemne de variole. Ces cas ont tous été dépistés chez des
pelerins en transit, qui venaient du Nigéria et se rendajent 3 la
Mecque. Un cas non importé fut ensuite notifié pour la semaine

terminée le 15 avril dans la méme préfecture.

SMALLPOX
Africa

Chad. — Twenty-one smallpox cases and five deaths were notified
for the week ended 8 April in Quaddai Prefecture which was pre-
viously free of smallpox. All these cases occurred among transit
pilgrims from Nigeria, on their way to Mecca. One non-imported
case was then notified in the same Prefecture for the week ended
15 April.

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INFORMATIONS EPIDEMIOLOGIQUES (suite)

PESTE EN 19641

L’exposé ci-dessous ne vise pas 4 donner une idée compléte de la
situation épidémiologique mondiale: on sait en effet que de vastes
foyers de peste des rongeurs existent en de nombreux points du
globe, et qu’ils ne se révélent que par intermittence en donnant des
cas humains isolés ou des épidémies. Cependant, 1’analyse de la
distribution géographique des cas rapportés a I’OMS attirera
I’attention sur les risques plus ou moins grands de dissémination
présentés par les régions ot la maladie est notifiée; cela pourra aider
les autorités sanitaires de ports et d’aéroports & exercer une vigilance
sélective,

Les chiffres présentés ne peuvent encore étre complets en raison
de leur compilation précoce 4 la date du 12 février 1965; aussi les
avons-nous comparés avec les chiffres provisoires qui furent utilisés
les années précédentes, alors que des données plus completes rela-
tives aux années 1960-1963 peuvent exister pour certains pays.

1. Incidence des cas et des décés notifiés

Le tableau de la page 220 permet de comparer les nombres de cas
notifiés par chaque pays au cours des cing dernitres années, et la
carte de la page 223 montre ol se trouvaient les cas notifiés en 1964.

D’aprés les notifications regues par 'OMS jusqu’au 12 février
1965, 1457 cas de peste humaine ont été enregistrés dans le monde en
1964. 862 avaient été enregistrés en 1963. Cette augmentation est
essentiellement due 3 la réapparition de cas humains en Tanzanie
(Tanganyika) ou 513 cas furent notifiés lors d’une épidémie qui sévit
de février 2 avril dans le District de Pare, sur le versant sud-est du
Kilimanjaro, ainsi qu’a ’incidence accrue de la Républigue du Viet-
Nam (300 cas en 1964 contre 115 en 1963).

Il y eut trois autres foyers importants de peste humaine en 1964:

le foyer Equateur-nord du Pérou (310 cas), dont ’incidence fut a peu -

pres la méme qu’en 1963; le foyer du rord-est du Brésil, avec 150 cas
notifiés en 1964 2 contre 39 en 1963; le foyer de ta région centrale du
sud de I’ Inde, avec 108 cas notifiés en 1964: I’incidence annuelle des
cas notifiés dans ce dernier foyer a diminué pendant les deux années
¢coulées, apres un sommet de 697 cas notifiés en 1962.3

En dehors des cinq foyers principaux mentionnés ci-dessus,
I"attention fut attirée sur deux points en 1964: I’absence de cas
notifiés en Birmanie ot de nouveaux cas furent cependant signalés
dés janvier 1965 dans la Division de Mandalay (villes de Myingyan
et Meiktila); 1’épidémie de 49 cas qui sévit d’avril & aofit en Bolivie
dans le Département de Chuquisaca; elle fut la conséquence d*une
€pizootie antérieure, propagée 3 ’homme a partir d’avril, époque ot
commence la moisson et ou les rongeurs sauvages sont attirés vers
les habitations ot le grain est engrangé.

L’étude des incidences notifiées montre donc qu’il convient
d’exercer une surveillance attentive, car la propagation 3 I’homme
tend 4 augmenter dans certaines régions du monde.

Le tableau de la page 221 montre les cas et les décés rapportés
dans chaque pays, par circonscription. On remarque le faible taux
de 1étalité de la Tanzanie, ol il fut rapporté qu’il s’agissait essen-
tiellement de peste bubonique.

11. Villes attenantes & un port ou un aéroport — Trafic international,

Les villes de port ou linfection se manifesta en 1964 furent a
nouveau Manta en Equateur, Saigon et Nhatrang dans la République
du Viet-Nam. Dans ce dernier pays, on note également la ville de
Dalat, attenante 3 un aéroport.

Bien que la maladie ne paraisse pas s’étre propagée par le trafic
international en 1964, il convient donc de souligner cette année
encore qu'une vigilance soutenue reste nécessaire pour maintenir
les navires et les ports exempts de rongeurs (articles 16, 51 et 52 du
Réglement sanitaire international).

EPIDEMIOLOGICAL INFORMATIONS (contd.)

PLAGUE IN 19641

No attempt is made in the following report to give a complete
picture of the world epidemiological situation, for, as is well known,
there are large foci of rodent plague in many parts of the world
which reveal their presence only from time to time when they give
rise to isolated human cases or epidemics. However, analysis of the
geographical distribution of cases reported to WHO will serve to
draw attention to the varying risks of dissemination presented by
areas where the disease is notified; this may help health authorities
at ports and airports to exercise selective vigilance.

The figures given are still necessarily incomplete, having been
compiled at the early date of 12 February 1965. We have therefore
compared them with the provisional figures used in previous years,
although fuller data in regard to the years 1960-63 may exist for
certain countries.

1. Incidence of cases and deaths notified

The table on page 220 shows for comparison the numbers of cases
notified by each country during the past five years, and the map on
page 223 shows where the 1964 cases were reported.,

According to the notifications received by WHO up to 12 February
1965, 1457 cases of human plague were recorded in the world in
1964, as against 862 in 1963. The increase is due mainly to the
reappearance of human cases in Tarnzania (Tanganyika), where
513 cases were reported during an epidemic which occurred between
February and April in the District of Pare, on the south-eastern
slopes of Kilimanjaro, and the increased incidence in the Republic of
Viet-Nam (300 cases in 1964 compared to 115 in 1963).

There were three other major foci of human plague in 1964: the
one in the Ecuador-northern Peru area (310 cases), where the incidence
was about the same as in 1963; the one in north-eastern Brazil,
where 150 cases were notified in 1964 2 as against 39 in 1963; and the
one in the central area of Southern India, where 108 cases were
reported in 1964: the annual incidence of cases notified in this last
focus has decreased during the past two years, following a peak of
697 cases notified in 1962.3

Apart from the five main foci mentioned above, two points par-
ticularly stand out in 1964: the absence of notified cases in Burma,
where, however, new cases were reported from January 1965 onwards
in the Division of Mandalay (Myingyan and Meiktila towns); and the
epidemic of 49 cases which occurred between April and August in
Bolivia in the Department of Chuquisaca, and which resulted from a
previous epizootic that first spread to man in April, the month when
the grain harvest begins and wild rodents are attracted towards
dwellings where grain is stored.

Thus a study of the incidences reported shows that careful watch
should be kept, as the spread of the disease to man is tending to
increase in certain areas of the world. i

The table on page 221 shows cases and deaths reported in each
country, by localarea. Note the low case fatality rate in Tanzania
where it was reported that the epidemic consisted essentially of
bubonic plague.

II. Towns adjacent to a port or airpart—International traffic

The towns adjacent to a port where the disease occurred in 1964
were once again Manta in Ecuador, Saigon and Nhatrang in the
Republic of Viet-Nam. In the latter country, mention may also
be made of the town of Dalat, adjacent to an airport.

Although the discase does not seem to have been spread by
international traffic in 1964, it should therefore be stressed once
again this year that unremitting vigilance remains necessary to keep
ships and ports free of rodents (Articles 16, 51 and 52 of the Inter-
national Sapitary Regulations).

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HI. Surveillance — Peste des rongeurs

Le tableau de la page 222 montre les circonscriptions o la
présence de rongeurs infectés fut rapportée. Ces circonscriptions
apparaissent également sur la carte de la page 223. Comme nous
'avons déja mentionné, de vastes foyers de peste des rongeurs
existent en de nombreux points du globe: les données reproduites A
la page 222 donnent donc surtout une indication sur les activités
de certaines administrations sanitaires en cause.

1l est apparu que, dans de nombreux foyers, les premiers indices
de Tinfection pesteuse ne furent découverts que chez I’homme,
Cest-3-dire que I’on ne découvrit pas de rongeurs infectés avant que
de tels rongeurs ajent engendré des cas humains. Cependant, dans
des zones ou I’on sait qu’il existe une active surveillance antipesteuse,
comme le Comté de San-Mateo (Californie, Etats-Unis) et le District
de Kolar (Etat de Mysore, Inde), on trouva des rongeurs infectés.
Cette surveillance additionnelle est 3 distinguer de la collection
systématique avec examen régulier des rongeurs et de leurs ecto-
parasites, telle qui’on la pratique dans les zones de ports et d*aéro-
ports du monde entier.

Conclusion

Trois points & souligner:

— en 1964, les trois foyers de peste humaine qui retinrent principa-
lement I’attention furent celui de la région Equateur-nord du Pérou,
celui de la République du Viet-Nam et celui du nord-est du Brésil ;
celui de la région centrale du sud de 1’Inde notifia une inci-
dence en voie de diminution; ailleurs il ne s’est agi que d’épi-
démies passagéres ou de foyers numériquement moins importants;

— comme en 1963, des cas se produisirent en 1964, dans trois villes
attenantes 4 des ports: Manta (Equateur), Saigon et Nhatrang
(République du Viet-Nam), mais la maladie ne fut pas propagée
par le trafic international;

— une surveillance de la peste des rongeurs existe dans certaines
zones ou Ia présence de foyers est connue ou suspectée.

1. Surveillance— Rodent plague

The table on page 222 shows the areas where the presence of
infected rodents was reported. These areas are also shown on the
map on page 223. As already mentioned, there are large foci of
rodent plague in many parts of the world; thus the data recorded on
page 222 are essentially giving an indication on the activities of
certain health administrations concerned.

It appeared that, in many foci, the first indication of plague
infection was found only in humans, i.e. infected rodents were not
found before human cases developped from such rodents. How-
ever, in areas where it is known that intensive surveillance is carried
out for plague, such as San Mateo County (California, United
States) and Kolar District (Mysore State, India), infected rodents
were found. This surveillance was in addition to the systematic
collection and regular examination of rodents and their ectoparasites
in port and airport areas throughout the world.

Conclusion

Three points should be stressed:

— in 1964, attention was called mostly to the foci of human
plague in the Ecuador-northern Peru area,in the Republic of Viet-
Nam and in north-eastern Brazil; the focus in the central area
of Southern India showed a decreasing incidence of notified
cases; elsewhere there were only short-lived outbreaks or numeri-
cally less important foci;

— as in 1963, cases occurred in 1964 in three towns adjacent to
ports, namely Manta (Ecuador), Saigon and Nhatrang (Republic
of Viet-Nam), but the disease was not spread by international
traffic;

— surveillance for rodent plague is carried out in some areas known
or suspected to be foci.
