A défaut de tels rapports, le territoire ou la
circonscription est radié de la liste lorsque, au terme de la période indiquée
A Particle 6, I'Organisation regoit une notification d’exemption d’infec-
tion (article 6).

CRITERIA USED IN COMPILING THE INFECTED
AREA LIST

Based on the International Sanitary Regulations (as amended by Additional
Regulations of 1955, 1956 and 1963) the following criteria are used in compiling
and maintaining the infected area list:

I. An area is entered in the list on receipt of information of:

(i) a declaration of infectiun under Article 3;

(i) the first case of plague, cholera, yellow fever or smallpox that is neither
an imported case nor a transferred case;

(iii) plague infection among rodents on land or on craft which are part of
the equipment of a port;

(iv) activity of yellow-fever virus in vertebrates other than man using one
of the following criteria:

{a) the discovery of the specific lesions of ycllow fever in the liver
of vertebrates indigenous to the area; or

(b) the isolation of yellow-fover virus from any indigenous vertebrates;

(v} an epidemic of typhus or relapsing fever [an epidemic is interpreted
to mean the occurrence of two or more cases which are neither imported
nor transferred cases in a local area during a four-week (typhus) or
a three-week (relapsing fever) period).

I1. An area is deleted from the list on receipt of information as follows:

(i) if the arca was declared infected (Article 3), it is deleted from the list
on receipt of a declaration under Article 6 that the area is free from
infection. 1If information is available which indicates the area has
not been free from infection during the time intervals stated in Article 6,
the Article 6 declaration is not published, the area remains on the
list and the health administration concerned is queried as to the true
situation;

(ii) if the arca entered the list for reasons other than a declaration under
Article 3 (see L (ii) to (v) above), it is deleted from the list on receipt
of negative weekly reports for the time intervals stated in Article 6.
In the absence of such reports, the area is deleted from the list on receipt
of a notification of freedom from infection (Article 6) when at least
the time period given in Article 6 has elapsed since the last notified casc.

INTERNATIONAL SANITARY REGULATIONS

International Certificate of Vaccination or Revaccination against
Yellow Fever

The Additional Regulations of 12 May 1965 will come into
force on 1 January 1966, with the exception however of Article I,
first paragraph, which came into force on 12 May 1965. This
paragraph reads as follows:

The period of validity of an International Certificate of Vaccination
or Revaccination against Yellow Fever issued before the entry-into-
Jorce of these Additional Regulations is hereby extended from six
years to ten years. '

Beginning on 12 May 1965, all International Certificates of
Vaccination or Revaccination against Yellow Fever, no matter
when issued, have a validity period of 10 years. For example, a
certificate issued on 10 January 1959, the validity of which had
expired on 9 January 1965, became valid again on 12 May 1965
until 9 January 1969, even though the note on this certificate
indicates a six year validity period.

All States have accepted the 10 year validity period. It appears
however that some port and airport health authorities have not
been instructed to accept all certificates issued less than 10 years
ago.

Union of Soviet Socialist Republics. —' The incidence of cases
and deaths during the cholera outbreak which occurred last summer
has now been notified to WHO. During the period 21 August
to 13 September, 533 cases, including 32 deaths were reported in
the Autonomous Republic of Kara Kalpak; during the same
period, 37 cases, including one death, were reported in the Region
(Oblast) of Khorezm (Republic of Uzbekistan). A vibrio of the
Ogawa type has been identified.

YELLOW FEVER

Africa

Senegal. —* Tn addition to the cases notified previously, 12 fatal
cases were reported for the period 29 November-5 December. This
gives a total of 72 fatal cases notified since the beginning of the
outbreak (12 November).

According to the latest information received the epidemic does
not seem to have spread outside Diourbel and Bambey Circles.

On 29 November, the ages of 'the cases confirmed by histological
examination continued to suggest that children up to 10 years
constitute the most susceptible age group in the area of this outbreak
(ages reported between 12 and 29 November: 10, 4, 4, 26, 13, 8,
7,1,1,6,11,7,2,12,43,3,8,3%,7,7,6,6,4,7, 12, 3, 6, 3,3,
4 and 4 years).

On 25 November, the epidemic area as well as all the peripheral
circles had already been covered by the mass vaccination campaign.

INFLUENZA

Europe

Czechoslovakia (Information dated 9 Decemiber). —? Since the
end of October, influenza-like -disease has spread from the east
to the west of the country. On 1 December, the incidence was
level or declining in Slovakia, and increasing in Moravia and
Bohemia. The outbreaks are mostly circumscribed. In general
the disease is mild and the incidence is highest in children, especially
schoolchildren. Influenza Virus B was isolated from patients in
several places.
