Amérique

Etats-Unis d’Amérique (Information au 13 février). —1! La
grippe & virus A continue 3 sévir dans une grande partie de la
Nouvelle-Angleterre et dans quelques états du Centre Atlantique.
Elle a également ét¢ signalée dans I’Jowa, le Missouri, le Michigan,
I’Alabama et le Kansas, ol les poussées sont généralement plus
localisées, par foyers. Des poussées d’affections non confirmées
mais suspectes ont été rapportées dans le Maine, le New Hampshire
et le Mississippi.

Des souches de virus A2 provepant des Etats de New York,
New Jersey, Connecticut, Pennsylvanie, Missouri, Kansas et
Michigan ont été identifiées.

Pologne (Information au 22 février). — 60 000 cas d’affections
d’allure grippale ont été rapportés du 4 au 19 février 4 Varsovie, et
34000 cas, du 8 au 19 février, dans la Province de Gdansk.

Les examens de laboratoire sont en
cours.

Roumanie (Information au 12 février). — Un foyer d’affection
respiratoire & virus, d’aspect clinique incertain, a été rapporté le
3 féyrier dans une communauté isolée d’enfants de 12 4 18 ans;
aucun nouveau cas n’a été observé depuis le 11 février. Les exa-
mens de laboratoire sont en cours.

Union des Républiques socialistes soviétiques (Information télé-
phonique en date du 19 février).

INFLUENZA

America

United States of America (Information on 13 February), — !
Type A influenza continues to be prevalent in much of New England
and in some States of the Middle Atlantic Division. Its occurrence
has also been reported from Iowa, Missouri, Michigan, Alabama
and Kansas where outbreaks have generally been more focal.
Unconfirmed but clinically suspect outbreaks have been reported
from Maine, New Hampshire and Mississippi.

Influenza viruses identified as Type A2 strains have been recovered
in New York, New Jersey, Connecticut, Pennsylvania, Missouri,
Kansas and Michigan. Isolates from several other regions are
presently being studied. In addition, serological confirmations of
Type A influenza have been reported from Massachusetts, Towa,
Vermont and Alabama.

The current pneumonia and influenza mortality data reported
by 122 cities show the US total to be just above the epidemic
threshold. The number of deaths is noted to be elevated pri-
marily by reports from the New England and Middle Atlantic
Divisions.

The sum of current reports demonstrates that influenza has
become relatively widespread but scattered in the eastern half of
the USA. In those areas where the disease has been denitified,
patterns both of sporadic outbreaks and of more concentrated
epidemics are being described.

Europe

Finland (Information on 18 February). —! The incidence of
influenza-like disease is rising among the civilian population.
In the Helsinki area the absenteeismn from schools and factories
clearly increased during the last few days.

Three strains of Virus A2 have been isolated and sent to the
World Influenza Centre.

Hungary (Information on 19 February). — Influenza-like out-
breaks have been observed in the south of the country. The isola-
tion of the virus is in progress.

Netherlands (Information on 19 February). — Sporadic cases of
influenza-like discase have been reported in Dutch servicemen by
the Influenza Centre at Leiden. One strain of Virus A2 has been
isolated. There is no outbreak among the civilian population.

Poland (Information on 22 February). —1! 60000 cases of
influenza-like disease were reported from 4 to 19 February in
Warsaw, and 34 000 cases from 8 to 19 February in the Province
of Gdansk, mostly among adults. Laboratory examinations are
in progress.

Romania (Information on 12 February). — One focus of viral
respiratory disease, with an uncertain clinical aspect, was reported
on 3 February in a closed community of 12-18 years old children.
No new cases occurred after 11 February. Laboratory examinations
are in progress.

Union of Soviet Socialist Republics (Telephonic information of
19 February). — Influenza is practically finished in Leningrad
and in Moscow, It is finishing in Central Russia but is spreading
to the south of Russia and Caucasus. Nothing important is
reported from Central Asia with the exception of some limited
outbreaks along the Trans-Siberia Railway.

Many strains of Virus A2 have been isolated.
