CRITERIA USED IN COMPILING THE INFECTED
AREA LIST

Based on the International Sanitary Regulations {as amended by Additional
Regulations of 1955, 1956 and 1963) the following criteria are used in compiling
and maintaining the infected area list:

1. An area is entered in the list on receipt of information of:

(i) a declaration of infection under Article 3;

(ii) the first case of plague, cholera, yellow fever or smallpox that is neither
an imported casc nor a transferred case;

(iii) plague infection among rodents on land or on craft which are part of
the equipment of a port;

(iv) activity of yellow-fever virus in vertebrates other than man using one
of the following criteria:

(a} the discovery of the specific lesions of yellow fever in the liver
of vertebrates indigenous to the area; or

{b) the isolation of yellow-fever virus from any indigenous vertebrates;

(v) an epidemic of typhus or relapsing fever [an epidemic is interpreted
to mean the occurrence of two or more cases which are neither imported
nor transferred cases in a local area during a four-week (typhus) or
a three-week (relapsing fever) period].

II. An area is deleted from the list on receipt of information as follows:

(i) if the area was declared infected (Article 3), it is deleted from the list
on receipt of a declaration under Article 6 that the area is free from
infection. If information is available which indicates the area has
not been free from infection during the time intervals stated ia Article 6,
the Article 6 declaration is not published, the area remains on the
list and the health administration concerned is queried as to the true
situation;

(i) if the area cntered the list for reasons other than a declaration under
Article 3 (see L. (ii) to (v) above), it is deleted from the list on receipt
of negative weekly reports for the time intervals stated in Axticle 6.
In the absence of such reports, the area is deleted from the list on receipt
of a notification of freedom from infection (Article 6) when at least
the time period given in Article 6 has elapsed since the last notified case.

FORMS OF THE INTERNATIONAL CERTIFICATES
OF VACCINATION OR REVACCINATION AGAINST
YELLOW FEVER AND AGAINST SMALLPOX1

The Additional Regulations adopted by the Eighteenth World
Health Assembly on 12 May 1965 entered into force on 1 January
1966. All countries bound by the International Sanitary Regula-
tions of 1951 are parties to these Additional Regulations, with the
exception of the Federal Republic of Germany.

International Certificate of Vaccination
or Revaccination against Yellow Fever

Although not bound by the International Sanitary Regulations,
Australia, Burma, Malta and Singapore have accepted the validity
period of ten years. Acceptance of the International Certificate
of Vaccination or Revaccination against Yellow Fever, as amended
by the Additional Regulations of 12 May 1965 (validity period
extended from six to ten years) is therefore universal.

International Certificate of Vaccination
or Revaccination against Smallpox

It is recalled that, in accordance with Article IT of the Additional
Regulations, the unamended form of certificates may continue to
be issued until 1 January 1967.

EPIDEMIOLOGICAL NOTES

CHOLERA

Asia

Malaysia: Malaya. — Kuala Lumpur was declared free of cholera
on 4 January 1966. No further cases had been observed following
the initial non-imported case notified on 2 December 1965. The
patient, a vagrant who was admitted in the General Hospital,
Kuala Lumpur, on 30 November, has now recovered. The El Tor
vibrio (Ogawa type) was identified by laboratory tests. All necessary
measures were taken: health education campaign, sanitary barriers,
mass vaccinations (58 745 persons had been vaccinated by 30
December 1965).

YELLOW FEVER

Africa

Senegal (information dated 5 January). — No further confirmed
case of yellow fever has been observed since the period 29 Novem-
ber — 5 December during which 12 fatal cases were reported. A total
of 72 fatal cases were notified during the epidemic. Only the three
Circles of Diourbel, M’Backé ! and Bambey were affected.

INFLUENZA

Asia

Thailand (Information on 15 December 1965). — 1 The out-
break which started in Srisaket (North-East Region) at the beginning
of October, spread to the neighbouring provinces in the North-
East and North Regions. Up to the end of November, the total
number of cases notified was approximately as follows:

— in the North-East Region: Srisaket: 8000 cases; Surin: 3096;
Roiet: 2590; Burirum: 2000;

— in the Northern Region: Sukothai: 400 cases; Utaitani: 141;
Utaradit: 27.

According to the Division of Epidemiology, Bangkok, evidence
of infection with virus A2 was obtained.

During the two first weeks of December, public health officials
have been reporting influenza-like cases from Nakhon Srithamrat
(1002 cases) and Suratani, in the Southern Region. Evidence of
infection with influenza virus has not yet been obtained.
