11 rats examined during the week ending 22 January. Rangoon
(P) is thus a plague-infected local area. Rodent plague had not
been reported in Rangoon since 1960.

INFLUENZA

World Influenza Centre, London. —! In the following table are
shown thz antigenic relationships between some influenza B viruses
studied over the past few years and the position among these of
one of the strains isolated during the current epidemic in England.
The English strain—B/5/66—is closer to B/Johannesburg/33/58
than to any of the other strains included in the study. There is
considerable variation between strains isolated in recent outbreaks
in other countries. The strains isolated last antumn in Czechoslo-
vakia (B/Kosice/10/65 and B/Kosice/26/65) are related to but not
identical with the English strain, and the viruses from the recent
outbreaks in Australia fall into at least three categories, the first
represented by B/Western Australia/103/65 which is closer to
B/Johannesburg/33/58, the second represented by B/Queensland/
91/65 and B/New South Wales/87/65 which are practically identical
with B/Singapore/3/64, and the third represented by B/Victoria/
105/65 and B/Western Australia/101/65 which are closer to B/
Colorado/2/65.

1t is clear that some of the current influenza B strains will turn
out to be difficult to identify by means of the serum supplied for
HI tests in the present set of WHO reagents. When difficulties
are encountered in identifying by haemagglutination-inhibition
strains suspected to be influenza B, it is suggested that they should
be examined by complement fixation and sent to a WHO Inter-
national Influenza Centre for final identification.

United States of America (information dated 19 February), —?*
Evidence of infection with influenza Virus B has now been obtained
in two more Eastern States, Connecticut and Alabama. Evidence
of infection with Virus B has now been obtained by virus isolation
or serological tests in widespread or localized outbreaks of febrile
_respiratory illness in a total of six Eastern States, Evidence of
infection with Virus B was also obtained by virus isolation and
serological tests in localized outbreaks centered on schools in the
State of Washington. Evidence of infection with influenza Virus A2
was obtained by virus isolation and serological tests in California,
&here outbreaks of influenza-like disease are reported throughout

e state.

An increased incidence of influenza-like illness has been notified
in communities in New Hampshire, Vermont, New York, New
Jersey and North Carolina.

Pneumonia-influenza mortality notifications from 122 cities in
the United States do not demonstrate an increase on a national
basis, although the South Atlantic and East South Central Divi-
sions, where influenza is occurring, both show a slight increase
above the «epidemic threshold ».
