SMALLPOX

Africa

Sudan — Chad. —* Sudan and Chad are completely free of small-
pox (see list of areas removed from the smallpox infected area
list, page-24). . L :

No cases have been observed in Chad since 7 October 1965.
A total of 73 cases and 10 deaths were reported in 1965, all in
Ouaddai Prefecture which borders Sudan. The epidemic started
in April 1965 in 25 pilgrims to Mecca coming from Nigeria. All of
them were in possession of vaccination certificates which did not
correspond to the bearers’ identity. A vaccination campaign to
cover the entire population of Chad in three years began in Jan-
uary 1965. Freeze-dried vaccine is used. During the first eleven
months of 1965, 1022096 vaccinations were performed in the
country. The population of Ouaddai and Biltine Prefectures,
bordering Sudan, was covered during this eleven-month period;
some vaccinations were done in 1964 and the campaign in these

two Prefectures was intensified after the epidemic began in.April

1965.

- In Sudan, three non-imported cases in Western Darfur-and Dar
Masalit (Geneina) Districts had been notified by cable on 22 Nov-
ember. All necessary measures were taken and the outbreak was
limited to 5 cases: 3 non-imported cases and 2 imported from
Chad (two trespassers who were the source of infection).

INFLUENZA

Hungary (information dated 27 December 1965). — The out-
break of influenza has started to decline. It affected areas in the
south, east and north of the country,! but not the north-west.
Cases, mainly sporadic, were observed in Budapest. Serological
evidence of infection with Virus B was obtained. Three strains of
Virus B were isolated from samples collected at Kaposvar early
in November.! :

It is divided into sections as
follows:

Section One — cases of quarantinable diseases in cities adjacent
to a port or airport including the port or airport area unless other-
wise indicated;

Section Two — declarations by health administrations of areas
infected or free from infection. A declaration that a local area
has become free from infection is included only if (a) the local
area includes a city adjacent to a port or airport; or (b) the area
is the last infected local area for that particular disease in that
country,

Section Three — (a) cases of quarantinable diseases of particular
epidemiological significance in areas which are not port or airport
cities; (b) imported or transferred case (s) of a quarantinable disease
in a port or airport city.

Occasionally, the Bulletin contains

Section Four — (a) information on outbreaks of non-quaran-
tinable disease of international epidemiological significance; (b)
important new information related to the International Sanitary
Regulations not included in sections one, two and three.

In the Bulletin, the information received in the previous 24
hours is given at the beginning. This latest information is
concluded by the words “end latest information®. When no
new information has been received and therefore the text of the
Bulietin is the same as the previous day, the word “repetition® is
given at the beginning of the message.
