INTERNATIONAL SANITARY REGULATIONS

International Certificate of Vaccination or Revaccination against
Smallpox !

As from 1 January 1967, international certificates of vaccination
or revaccination against smallpox shall be issued on the form amended
by the Additional Regulations of 1965.%2 Certificates issued after
that date on the old form will not be valid in international traffic.
Certificates issued before 1 January 1967 on the old form will
remain valid for a period of three years after issue.

Recommended requirements

Vaccinations recorded on the amended form must be carried out
»with a freeze-dried or liquid vaccine certified to fulfil the recom-
mended requirements of the World Health Organization’’. Health
administrations are advised that these recommended requirements
are those set out in World Health Organization Technical Report
Series, 323, Annex 4, Requirements for Smallpox Vaccine ( Require-
ments for Biological Substances No. 5): Revised 1965. Health
administrations themselves have the responsibility to ensure that
only vaccines fulfilling these recommended requirements are used
in their territories for the issue of an international certificate of
vaccination or revaccination against smallpox. It is for each
health administration to decide how vaccinating physicians will be
given the assurance that the vaccine they use meets these recom-
mended requirements.

Origin and batch number of vaccine 3

The recording of the origin and batch number of the vaccine used
on the amended form permits checking by the health administration
responsible for vaccinations performed in its territory that a potent
vaccine (a vaccine certified to fulfil the recommended requirements
of WHO) was used. Origin and batch numbers recorded are
clearly not intended for the use of health authorities of other terri-
tories in which the vaccination was not performed.

Instructions to physicians 2

In the multiple pressure technique a small drop of vaccine is placed
on the skin and a series of pressures is made within the smallest
possible skin area (not more than 1/8 inch or 3 mm in diameter) with
the side of a sharp needle held tangentially to the skin. The
pressures are made with the side of the needle, not the point. For
revaccination, 30 strokes are completed in a few seconds, using an
up-and-down motion perpendicular to the skin. For primary
vaccinations, not more than 10 strokes are necessary. No signs of
bleeding should occur, No dressing should be used.

The scratch technique consists of a single linear scratch not more
than 1/4 inch or 6 mm in length performed through the vaccine with
a needle or another suitable instrument. The scratch should not be
too superficial. The needle should not draw blood but the scratch
should be deep enough so that slight oozing occurs after a few
seconds. The vaccine is rubbed into the scratch with the side of
the needle, and no dressing is necessary.

Chemical agents should not be used for the preparation of the skin
for vaccination. If necessary, the skin can be cleansed with soap
and water. Care should be taken that the skin is dry when the
vaccination is made.

The needle or vaccinostyle used to perform the vaccination should
be sterile. The vaccinator should ensure that the instrument has
cooled before being used.
