SMALLPOX
Africa

Togo, — Three smallpox cases were reported in Lomé (PA) by
cable dated 18 February. The necessary measures have been taken.
No cases of smallpox had been reported in Togo between the
week ended 22 August 1965 and the week ended 30 January 1966
(during which two cases had been observed in Nuatja circonscrip-
tion, Région des Plateaux). In Lomé, no cases had been reported
since the week ended 15 January 1961, when a single case was
transferred from another part of Lomé circonscription.

INFLUENZA

Asia

Hong Kong (information dated 18 February). — During the last
three weeks, sporadic cases of mild influenza-like disease have
been observed in Hong Kong. Five strains of influenza Virus A2
were isolated.

America

United States of America (information dated 12 February). — !
Influenza B, which often began as outbreaks centered on schools,
has now been reported from four States along the Atlantic coast
(Georgia, Massachusetts, Florida, and Rhode Island). Out-
breaks of influenza-like illness, also predominantly centered on
schools, are being investigated in California and Maine. The
pneumonia and influenza deaths reported weekly by 122 US cities do
not show a rise associated with the evident prevalence of influenza
in some parts of the country.

Romania (information dated 14 February). —-! In Moldavia,
epidemic foci of influenza-like disease have been reported since
mid-January in schools and collectives for young adults, and, since
the first 10 days of February, in various rural areas. Serological
evidence of infection with influenza Virus B was obtained.

United Kingdom: Scotland (information dated 12 February). —!
The outbreak of influenza-like disease continues in south-west
Scotland. Since mid-January, evidence of infection with Virus A
has been obtained in 13 cases by serological tests or by virus isola-
tion, particularly in more serious illnesses observed in adults
(including outbreaks in an old persons’ home and a hospital ward);
evidence of infection with Virus B has been obtained in 19 cases
by serological tests or by virus isolation in milder illnesses, mainly
in children (including three school outbreaks).

Sweden. — Between 20 January and 2 February, the incidence
of upper respiratory disease increased slightly in the city of Gothen-
burg; serological evidence of infections with influenza Virus B
and adenovirus was obtained (besides an infection with influenza
Virus A in a case of clinical influenza and a few infections with
ECHO 8). Subsequently, there has not been any significant
increase in the incidence of influenza-like disease in Sweden during
the period 3-10 February.

A Jocalized outbreak of influenza-like disease was observed in a
small military unit in Stockholm at the end of January and the
beginning of February; serological evidence of infection with
influenza Virus A was obtained.

This Bulletin contains
official information received by WHO in Geneva on the occurrence
of the quarantinable diseases (viz. plague, cholera, yellow fever,
smallpox, typhus and relapsing fever) throughout the world and

occasionally other information. It is divided into sections as
follows:

Section One — cases of quarantinable diseases in cities adjacent

to a port or airport including the port or airport area unless other-
wise indicated;

Section Two — declarations by health administrations of areas
infected or free from infection. A declaration that a local area
has become free from infection is included only if (a) the local
area includes a city adjacent to a port or airport; or (b) the arca

is the last infected local area for that particular disease in that
country;

Section Three — (a) cases of quarantinable diseases of particular
epidemiological significance in areas which are not port or airport
cities; (b) imported or transferred case(s) of a quarantinable disease
in a port or airport city.

Occasionally, the Bulletin contains:

Section Four — (a) information on outbreaks of non-quaran-
tinable disease of international epidemiological significance; (b)
important new information related to the International Sanitary
Regulations not included in sections one, two and three.

In the Bulletin, the information received in the previous 24
hours is given at the beginning. This latest information is
concluded by the words “end latest information. When no
new information has been received and therefore the content of the
Bulletin is the same as the previous day, the word “repetition” is
given at the beginning of the message.

The Bulletin complements the Weekly Epidemiological Record.

Reports on conditions of reception, and any comments or
suggestions regarding the contents of the Bulletin, should be sent
to the International Quarantine Service, WBO, Geneva (cable
address: EPIDNATIONS GENEVE).
