America

Umted States of Amenca (mformatlon dated 18 February) Out-
breaks of influenza-like. respiratory illness are currently observed
in Atlanta and Columbus, Georgia. Influenza virus A2 was iso-
lated from a group of dental students in Atlanta, who experienced
an influenza-like illness durmg the second week of February.

‘In additnon two cases of mﬂuenza A2 were serologlcally confir-
med in December 1966 and _January 1967 in Wisconsin, and two
others in January and February 1967 from two military personnel
at Fort Ord, California.

Europe

France (information dated 20 February). — ! Since the begmmng
of January, serological evidence of recent infection with virus A2
bhas been obtained at the National Influenza Centre of Paris on sera
ongmatmg from Paris and the Paris area, and from the following
regions: North-West, West, Languedoc, Alps (Gap area and
Dauphiné), Lorraine.

No mass infection was observed up till now in communities. All
age -groups have been attacked. Pulmonary involvement has
occurred principally among young children and old people.

' Hungary (information dated 11 February). — There has been
up till now po nation-wide influenza outbreak in the present season.
Since the beginning of January, local scattered outbreaks of
influenza-like illness have been observed. They have shown no
tehdency to spread. Ina few small villages, morbidity has risen
to epidemic level. In spite of this, the epidemiological indices for
the couniry 'as a whole, and those for Budapest, ‘are not signifi-
cantly higher than the normal season level.

Scrologlcal evidence of mfectlon with virus A was obtainéd in
4 patients in January and in 14 patients durmg the first decade of

-February (also a few cases of infection with virus C since December

‘Three strains of influenza virus A2 were isolated. A2/Budapest/
1/67 and A2/Budapest/2/67, which have just been tested, are anti-
genically different from A2/Singapore/1/57 and closely related to
A2/Budapest/4/65; the latter strain is itself close to the other A2
strains isolated in the world since 1965,

This Bulletin contains
official information received by WHO in Geneva on the occurrence
of the quarantinable discases (viz. plague, cholera, yellow fever,
smallpox, typhus and relapsing fever) throughout the world and
occasionally other information. It is divided into sections as
follows:

Section One — cases of quarantinable diseases in cities adjacent
to a port or airport including the port or airport area unless other-
wise indicated;

Section Two — declarations by health administrations of areas
infected or free from infection. A declaration that a local area
has become free from infection is included only if (a) the local
area includes a city adjacent to a port or airport; or (b) the area
is the last infected local area for that particular disease in that
country;

Section Three — (a) cases of quarantinable diseases of particular
epidemiological significance in areas which are not port or airport
cities; (b) imported or transferred case(s) of a quarantinable disease
in a port or airport city.

Occasionally, the Bulletin contains:

Section Four — (a) information on outbreaks of non-quaran-
tinable disease of international epidemiological significance; (b)
important new information related to the Internationa! Sanitary
Regulations not included in sections one, two and three.

In the Bulletin, the information received in the previous 24
hours is given at the beginning., This latest information is
concluded by the words “end latest information”. When no
new information has been received and therefore the content of the
Bulletin is the same as the previous day, the word “repetition™ is
given at the beginning of the message.

The Bulletin complements the Weekly Epidemiological Record.

Reports on conditions of reception, and any comments or
suggestions regarding the contents of the Bulletin, should be sent
to the International Quarantine Service, WHO, Geneva (cable
adddress: EPIDNATIONS GENEVE).
