divided into sections as follows:

Section One — cases of quarantinable diseases in cities adjacent
to a port or airport including the port or airport area unless other-
wise indicated;

Section Two — declarations by health administrations of areas
infected or free from infection. A declaration that a local area
has become free from infection is included only if (a) the local
area includes a city adjacent to a port or airport; or (b) the area
is the last infected local area for that particular disease in that
country;

Section Three — (a) cases of quarantinable diseases of particular
epidemiological significance in areas which are not port or airport
cities; (b) imported or transferred case(s) of a quarantinable disease
in a non-infected port or airport city. ‘

Occasionally, the Bulletin contains:

Section Four — (a) information on outbreaks of non-quaran-
tinable diseases of international epidemiological significance; (b)
important new information related to the International Sanitary
Regulations not included in sections one, two and three.

In the Bulletin, the information received in the previous 24
hours is given at the beginning. This latest information is
concluded by the words “end latest information’’. When no
new information has been received and therefore the content of the
Bulletin is the same as the previous day, the word “repetition” is
given at the beginning of the message.

The Bulletin complements the Weekly Epidemiological Record.

World Influenza Centre, London. —? Two strains of influenza
virus A2 isolated at the end of August from patients of the Nilgiris
District, Madras State, and two strains isolated on 13 September
during the Madras cpidemic,® rescmble antigenically A2/Hong
Kong/1/68.

Strain A2/Saigon/4/68, isolated during the epidemic which
occurred in Saigon in August and during the first week of September,?
is antigenically close to A2/Hong Kong/1/68.

Among the strains of virus A2 isolated in Sydney, Australia,
between 1 August and 12 September, four are antigenically similar
to A2/Hong Kong/1/68. The others appear to be closer to A2/
Tokyo/3/67.

The strains B/Coonor/417/68, B/Coonor/511/68 and B/Coonor/
544/68, isolated in June and August in patients of the Nilgiris
District, Madras State® are antigenically close to the most recent
variant represented by B/Switzerland/265/67. The same applies to
strain B/Bombay/21/68, isolated in Bombay on 4 September,

Asia

Thailand (information dated 30 September). — There is at pre-
sent a small outbreak of influenza-like disease in Bangkok.

Serological tests have shown that this outbreak is associated
with a virus antigenically close to A2/Hong Kong/1/68.

Europe

United Kingdom (information dated 8 October). — ¢ Since the
end of September, an epidemic of influenza-like disease, associated
with a virus antigenically close to A2/Hong Kong/68, has occurred
in a school in Surrey. The disease is clinically mild and has not
spread rapidly. Apart from a nursing sister, adults have not been
attacked.

1967 qu’au cours des années. précédentes, comme. il ressort du
tableau ci-dessous, qui porte sur les cinq derni¢res années.

The number of malaria cases in the United States in 1967 was
greater than in previous years, as may be seen from the table below
covering the last five years. The increase is due almost entirely to
the number. of imported. cases particularly amongst -military per-
sonnel from the Republic of Viet-Nam. The increase of cases in
civilians is relatively lower. - - - ‘

Sur 2 815 cas dépistés de paludisme, sept seulement ont eu les
Etats-Unis pour pays d’origine. Ils se répartissaient comme suit:
deux cas introduits (militaires), trois cas provoqués (par une trans-
fusion sanguine), un cas de paludisme congénital et une infection
cryptique.

Les 2808 autres cas ont été rangés parmi les cas importés:

Out of 2 815 cases of malaria detected, only seven originated in
the United States. Of these, two were introduced cases (in service-
men), three were induced (following blood transfusion), one was
a case of congenital malaria and one was a cryptic infection,

The other 2 808 cases were all classified as imported; 2 667 cases
amongst servicemen (95 %) and 141 amongst civilians (5%). Two
fatal malaria cases, both imported, duc to P. falciparum, were
reported in 1967.

The following table shows the classification of all the cases
detected in 1967 and indicates whether they occurred in servicemen
or civilians:

81% des cas (2290 infections) étaient imputables & P. vivax et
13% (362) & P. falciparum; P. ovale a été découvert dans 18 cas et
P. malariae dans 19; 46 cas (1,6 %) étaient des infections mixtes.

La maladie est apparue plus de 30 jours aprés l'arrivée aux
Etats-Unis dans 809, des 2 563 cas importés observés. Dans 56%
des infections A P. falciparum et 15% des infections & P. vivax, la
maladie s’est manifestée moins d’un mois aprés 1’arrivée. Elle est
apparue au bout d’une période qui a varié de 12 & 36 mois dans 25
infections & P. vivax, et un cas a P. falciparum s’est déclaré 404 jours
aprés Parrivée du sujet aux Etats-Unis.

Sur 1 499 cas a P. vivax soignés 4 la primaquine, le taux de rechute
a été de 10,19, contre 21,2% pour les cas non traités 4 la pri-
maquine.

Quant aux cas indigénes, les deux infections introduites sont
apparues dans un camp militaire out 68 infections importées avaient
été deécelées au cours des trois mois précédents; les trois infections
provoquées remontaient & des infections importées chez des don-
neurs de sang, et I’infection congénitale est apparue chez le jeune
enfant d’une immigrante infectée. On n’a pas pu établir de relation
entre le malade classé comme cas cryptique et un autre cas de
paludisme.

The plasmodium species was identified in 2 735 of the 2 815 cases
(97.2%); P. vivax accounted for 819 (2290 infections) and P.
Jalciparum for 13 % of the cases (362), P. ovale was found in 18 cases,
P, malariae in 19 and there were 46 (1.6%;) mixed infections.

The onset of illness occurred more than 30 days after arrival in
the USA in 809 of 2 563 imported cases studied. In 56% of the
Jalciparum infections and in 15%; of the vivax, it occurred within
one month after arrival, In 25 vivax infections it varied from 12
to 36 months and one falciparum case became ill 404 days after
his arrival in USA.

Of 1499 vivax cases treated with primaquine the relapse rate was
10.1% compared with 21.29% for cases who did not receive pri-
maquine.

Of the indigenous cases, the two introduced infections occurred
in a military camp where 68 imported infections were detected
during the previous three months; the three induced infections had
an association with imported infections in blood donors and the
congenital infection occurred in the infant of an infected immigrant.
However, no relationship could be demonstrated between the
patient classified as a cryptic case and any other malaria case.
