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EPIDEMIE PARMI LE PERSONNEL DE LABORATOIRE
TRAVAILLANT SUR DES SINGES CERCOPITHECUS EN
PROVENANCE D’AFRIQUE ORIENTALE?

Europe

Un précédent rapport, qui traitait surtout les aspects épidémiolo-
giques de la maladie observée parmi des travailleurs de laboratoire
manipulant des singes Cercopithecus en République fédérale d’Alle-
magne et en Yougoslavie, est paru dans le Relevé N° 42 du 20 octo-
bre 1967. Le présent rapport résume des renseignements récemment
parvenus de la République fédérale d’Allemagne et du Royaume-
Uni au sujet de Pétiologie de cette maladie.

Animaux-hotes

L’agent étiologique a été isolé chez des cobayes. Ces animaux,
auxquels on a inoculé le sang total ou certains tissus de malades,
ont présenté, aprés une période d’incubation de 4 & 8 jours, une
réaction fébrile qui a duré 6 jours environ. Quand on a prélevé
du sang sur ces animaux pendant la période fébrile et qu’on a
inoculé 4 d’autres cobayes par voie intrapéritonéale ou intra-
cérébrale, la période d’incubation s’est réduite a4 3 jours environ
et plusieurs animaux sont morts 13 & 15 jours aprés I'inoculation.
Au huitiéme passage, tous les cobayes mouraient réguliérement
entre 8 ou 9 jours.

Les singes Cercopithecus et Rhésus auxquels on a inoculé par voie
intrapéritonéale du matériel prélevé sur des cobayes, sont morts
sans exception 6 & 8 jours aprés I'inoculation. Des singes Cercopi-
thecus non infectés, gardés dans la méme cage qu’un singe inoculé,
mais séparés par un grillage métallique, sont aussi tombés malades
et sont morts 2 & 4 jours aprés les animaux inoculés. Des singes
gardés dans la méme piéce, mais dans d’autres cages que ceux qui
avaient été inoculés ou dans la méme cage, mais séparés par une
cloison pleine, n’ont pas contracté la maladie.

Hamsters

On a inoculé des hamsters 4 la mamelle par voies intrapérito-
néale et intracérébrale. On a obtenu quatre passages successifs.

Souris
Des souris adultes et des souriceaux ont été inoculés sans résultats.

(Eufs embryonnés

Les ceufs embryonnés ne semblent pas permettre la multiplica-
tion de I’agent.

Cultures cellulaires

Diverses sortes de culiures cellulaires ont été inoculées. Certaines,
comme celles de reins de Cercopithecus ct unc lignée de cellules
rénales de hamster nouveau-né, peuvent étre infectés et permettre
la reproduction de I’agent ainsi que I’a révélé Pinoculation & des
cobayes de liquide de cultures tissulaires & hautes dilutions. On a
signalé jusqu’ici aucun effet cytopathogéne sur les cultures de
cellules rénales de Cercopithecus. Des effets cytopathogénes tardifs
ont été signalés sur la lignée de cellules rénales de hamster nouveau-
né,

Examen au microscope électronique

L’agent semble étre une particule en forme de batonnet ayant
600-1000 my de longueur, ou méme plus, 60-70 my. de diamétre, avec
un axe de 20 my et un pas hélicoidal de 62 my. On a trouvé cet
agent dans du matéricl prélevé sur des sujets infectés ou sur des
animaux inoculés, mais jamais sur des personnes non infectées ou
sur des animaux témoins.

OUTBREAK IN LABORATORY PERSONNEL WORKING
WITH CERCOPITHECUS MONKEYS FROM EAST AFRICA !

Europe

A previous report covering mainly the epidemiological aspects
of the outbreak in laboratory personnel working with Cercopithecus
monkeys in the Federal Republic of Germany and in Yugoslavia
appeared in Record No. 42 of 20 October 1967.

This report will summarize restricted information recently received
from German and British workers regarding investigations on the
aetiology of the disease.

Host animals

The aetiological agent has been isolated in guinea pigs. These
animals inoculated with whole blood or certain tissues from patients
showed after an incubation period of 4-8 days a febrile reaction
which lasted for about 6 days. When blood taken from these
animals during the febrile period was inoculated to other guinea
pigs by the intraperitoneal or intracerebral routes, the incubation
period dropped to about 3 days and several animals died
13-15 days after inoculation. By the eighth passage, all guinea-
pigs died regularly in 8 or 9 days.

Cercopithecus and Rhesus monkeys inoculated intraperitoneally
with guinea pig material died regularly 6-8 days after inoculation.
Non-inoculated Cercopithecus monkeys held in the same cage as
an inoculated monkey but separated by a wire mesh also became
sick and died 2-4 days after the inoculated animals. Monkeys kept
in the same room but in different cages than inoculated ones or in
the same cage but separated by solid partitions did not become
infected.

Hamsters

Suckling hamsters have been inoculated by intraperitoneal and
intracerebral routes. Four successive passages have been obtained.

Mice
Adult and baby mice have been inoculated, with negative results.

Embryonated eggs

Embryonated eggs do not seem to support the multiplication of
the agent.

Cell cultures

A variety of cell cultures have been inoculated. Some, like
Cercopithecus kidney and a baby hamster kidney line, can be infected
and reproduce the agent as proved by inoculation of tissue culture
fluid in high dilutions to guinea pigs. No cytopathic effects have
been reported so far in Cercopithecus kidney cell cultures. Late
cytopathic effects have been reported in the baby hamster kidney
cell line.

Electronmicrbscoby

The agent appeared to be a rod shaped particle of a length of
600-1000 my or even more, a diameter of 60-70 my, an axis of
20 my and a helical period of 62 my. This agent has been found
in materials from infected persons and inoculated animals but
never in non-infected persons or control animals.

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Filtration
L’agent passe a travers des membranes « gradocol » ayant des

pores de 620 my. de diamétre, mais est arrété par les membranes 3
pores de 370 mp de diamétre.

Thermostabilité

L’agent a été conservé pendant des semaines et des mois par
congélation & —70°C et —20°C. On a constaté qu’il survivait au
moins une semaine dans le surnageant d’une culture tissulaire a
la température de la piéce et au moins 24 heures dans un sang
coagulé de singe 4 27°C.

Sérologie

On a préparé des antigénes fixant le complément & partir de foie
et de rate de cobaye et & partir de foie de singe vervet. Des anti-
corps ont été mis en évidence dans des sérums de convalescents et
de cobayes infectés survivants. Les titres sont assez bas. On a aussi
mis cn évidence des anticorps neutralisants dans les sérums de
convalescents.

Des sérums de cobayes immuns ont été essayés sans résultat avec
des agents trés divers, notamment des arbovirus, des rickettsies,
des toxoplasmes, des Bedsonia, le virus de la rougeole et les poxvirus.

Une technique employant des anticorps fluorescents a été mise
au point, Cette technique a permis de déceler des inclusions intra-
cytoplasmiques dans les frottis d’organes de cobayes infectés et
dans des cultures de tissus infectés.

Identification

Cet agent, récemment isolé, semble étre sans précédent. On
poursuit les études en vue de P’identifier et de le classer.

Filtration |

The agent has been found to pass through gradocol membranes |
of 620 my pore size but not through membranes of 370 my pore ’
size.

Thermo-stability

The agent has been preserved for weeks and months by freezing
at —70°C and —20°C. It has been shown to survive at least a
week in a tissue culture supernatant at room temperature and for
at least 24 hours in clotted monkey blood at 27°C.

Serology

Complement fixing antigens have been prepared from guinea
pig liver and spleen and from vervet monkey liver. Antibodies
have been demonstrated in the sera of convalescents and surviving .
infected guinea pigs. Titres are rather low. Neutralizing anti- -
bodies have also been demonstrated in the sera of convalescents.

Immune guinea pig sera have been tested against a large variety |
of agents, including arboviruses, rickettsiosis, toxoplasma, Bedso- |
nias, measles, and pox viruses, with negative results.

An immunofluorescent antibody technique has been developed.
This technique has been useful in detecting intracytoplasmic inclu-
sions in smears from organs of infected guinea pigs and in infected
tissue cultures.

Identification

This newly-isolated agent appears to be different from all pre-
viously known. Studies are continued for its identification and
classification. :

Europe

Finland (information dated 20 January). —? Scattered cases of
influenza-like illness are occurring in Helsinki. One strain of
virus A2 has been isolated.

France (information dated 18 January). — So far, there has
been no sign of an increase in influenza incidence in Lyons and
various towns of the southern half of France during the present
season.

Norway (information dated 18 January). — 3 After having been
reported in Oslo on 9 January, influenza is now widespread in East
Norway.

Several strains of virus A2 have been isolated.

Federal Republic of Germany (information dated 19 January). —
In Niedersachsen, there has been, in the past 10 days, an increase
in incidence of influenza-like illness in children and adults. In
some cities, epidemics have been reported in communities of young
men of 18-25 years of age. Four strains of virus A2 have been
isolated.

In Frankfurt-am-Main area, there is no sign of an increase in
influenza incidence.

Sweden (information dated 15 January). —* A slight increase
in the incidence of influenza-like illness has been reported from
the citics of Hilsinborg, Malmé and Géteborg, on the west coast.

In these three cities and in Eskilstuna, serological evidence of
infection with virus A2 has been obtained in about 20 cases.

Oceania

Fiji, — Ten strains of influenza virus B were isolated between S
and 28 October 1967 from patients with symptoms of clinical
influenza.
