EPIDEMIOLOGICAL NOTES
INFLUENZA !
America

United States (information dated 27 January). —? The pneu-
monia and influenza mortality figures are above the epidemic
threshold in all geographical divisions of the country except the
Mountain division. The week ending 27 January is the first in
which this threshold has been exceeded in the Pacific division,
where the major source of excess deaths has been in the State of
Washington; it is recalled that influenza A2 outbreaks were
reported in that state.

In the eastern and central United States, influenza virus A2
activity appears fo be decreasing.

So far; the only states which have not officially reported influenza-
like illness this season are Alaska, Arizona, California, Hawaii,
Idaho and Nevada.

_ Jamaica, — In late November and early December 1967, there
was an increase in the incidence of influenza-like iliness in Kingston
area. Serological evidence of infection with virus B was obtained
in eight cases, and serological evidence of infection with virus A2
in two cases.

Canal Zone. — Outbreaks of influenza-like illness occurred
in December 1967; they began during the second week of the
month.

A strain of virus A2 has been isolated.

Asia

Japan (information dated 1 February). —? The epidemic of
influenza, which started in mid-November 1967, has spread all
over the country and is still active in many areas.

‘ All strains isolated (Tokyo and eight Prefectures) were A2 strains,
antigenically close to those isolated in 1965, 1966 and early 1967.

Europe

Hungary (information dated 3 February). — Since mid-January,
outbreaks of influenza-like illness have been reported in Hungary,
After involving, in Baranya County, the area close to the Yugosla-
vian border, the disease appeared in Pecs. The first outbreak in
Budapest has now been reported (epidemic in a college). In Pecs,
where the attack rate was 129, more than a third of the cases
occurred in children.

The National Influenza Centre in Budapest has isolated three

strains of virus A2; two originated from Pecs and one from
Budapest.

Federal Republic of Germany (information dated 2 February), — ¢
Over the last ten days, there has been an increase of influenza-like
illness in the Framkfurt-am-Main area. A quarter of the cases
notified were in children, and school-classes have been closed in
eight to ten schools. Severe cases have been reported in young
children.

Serological evidence of infection with virus A2 has been obtained.

CRITERIA USED IN COMPILING THE INFECTED
AREA LIST

Based on the International Sanitary Regulations (as amended by Additional
Regulations of 1955, 1956 and 1963) the following criteria are used in compiling
and maintaining the infected area list:

1. An area is cntered in the list on receipt of information of:

(i) a declaration of infection under Article 3;

(ii) the first case of plague, cholera, yellow fever or'smallpox that is neither
an imported case nor a transferred case;

(ii1) plague infection among rodents on land or on craft which are part of
the equipment of a port;

(iv) activity of yellow-fever virus in vertebrates other than man using one
of the following criteria:

(a) the discovery of the specific lesions of yellow fever in the liver
of vertebrates indigenous to the area; or

(b) the isolation of yellow-fever virus from any indigenous vertebrates;

(v) an epidemic of typhus or relapsing fever [an epidemic is interpreted
to mean the occurrence of two or more cases which are neither imported
nor transferred cases in a local area during a four-week (typhus) or
a three-week (relapsing fever) period].

II. An area is deleted from the list on receipt of information as follows:

(i) if the area was declared infected (Ariicle 3), it is deleted from the list
on receipt of a declaration under Article 6 that the area is free from
infection. If information is available which indicates the area has
not been free from infection during the time intervals stated in Article 6,
the Article 6 declaration is not published, the area remains on the
list and the health administration concerned is queried as to the true
sitvation;

(ii) if the area entered the list for reasons other than a declaration under
Article 3 (see L (ii) to () above), it is deleted from the list on receipt
of negative weekly reports for the time intervals stated in Article 6.
In the absence of such reports, the arca is deleted from the list on receipt
of a notification of freedom from infection (Article 6) when at least
the time period given in Article 6 has elapsed since the last notified case.
