CRITERIA USED IN COMPILING THE INFECTED
AREA LIST

Based on the International Sanitary Regulations (as amended by Additional
Regulations of 1955, 1956 and 1963) the following criteria are used in compiling
and maintaining the infected ares list:

1. An area is cntercd in the list on receipt of information of:

(i) a declaration of infection under Article 3;

(i) the first case of plague, cholera, yellow fcvcr or smallpox that is neither
an imported case nor a transferred case;

(iii) plague infection among rodents on land or on craft which are part of
the equipment of a port;

(iv) activity of yellow-fover virus in vertebrates other than man using one
of the following criteria:

(a) the discovery of the specific lesions of yellow fever in the liver
of vertebrates indigenous to the area; or

(b) the isolation of yellow-fever virus from any indigenous vertebrates;

(v) an epidemic of typhus or relapsing fever [an epidemic is interpreted
to mean the occurrence of two or more cases which are neither imported
nor transferred cases in a local area during a four-week (typhus) or
a three-week (relapsing fever) period].

TL. An area is deleted from the list on receipt of information as follows:

(D) if the area was declared infected (Article 3), it is deleted from the list
on regeipt of a declaration under Article 6 that the area is free from
infection. If information is available which indicates the arca has
not been free from infection during the time intervals stated in Article 6,
the Article 6 declaration is not published, the area remains on the
list and the health administration concerned is queried as to the true
situation;

(ii) if the area entered the list for reasons other than a declaration under
Article 3 (see 1. {ii) to (v} above), it is deloted from the list on receipt
of negative weekly rcports for the time intervals stated in Article 6.
In the absence of such reports, the area is deleted from the list on receipt
of a notification of freedom from .infection (Article 6) when at least
the time period given in Article 6 has clapsed since the last notified case.

EPIDEMIOLOGICAL NOTES
PLAGUE

Asia

Indonesia. —* On 8 February eleven fatal cases of plague in
Bojolali Regency (Djawa-Tengah Province) were reported for the
period 7-20 January. The diagnosis has been confirmed by labo-
ratory.

Plague has not been reported in Indonesia since April 1960,
when one fatal case was observed in Magelang Regency.

INFLUENZA *

Europe

Federal Republic of Germany (information dated 5 February). — ?
In Niedersachsen?*, the epidemic of influenza has spread over the
whole province. All age-groups are involved, and a 50 %; morbidity
rate is reported in schools.

Serological evidence of infection with virus A has been obtained
in 37 cases from seven cities. Seven strains of virus A2 have been
isolated so far.

(Information dated 6 February). An influenza epidemic is
occurring in the Ruhr.

In about 20 cases, serological evidence of infection with virus A
has been obtained,

(Information dated 8 February.)® In Hamburg and in the
north of Germany, the high incidence of influenza-like illness is
now decreasing after reaching its peak about 31 January. Only
a portion of the cases were associated with influenza A2 infection,
which attacked mostly school children and old people.

Switzerland (information dated 10 February). — ® Five thousand
and forty-four-cases of influenza-like disecase have been reported
during the week ending 3 February, against 2504 cases during the
previous week. A large number of cases has been reported from
about half the cantons, distributed throughout the country, but the
largest numbers have been in the cantons of Ziirich, Ticino, Geneva
and Basel.

In the Geneva canton, where 640 cases were notified during the
week ending 3 February, an influenza outbreak has started since
the fourth week of January. In some primary school classes, the
absenteeism exceeds 50%,. Serological evidence of infection with
virus A has been obtained in most cases, although serological
evidence of infection with virus B has also been obtained several
times. i A strain preliminarily identified as virus A2 has been
isolated.
