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SHIGELLA SURVEILLANCE

FINLAND. — Two outbreaks associated with Shigella sonnei were
reported from Helsinki in 1971. The first occurred in March in a
children's nursery of a factory when 50% of the children were
found positive for Sh. sonnei. The outbreak involved 122 persons;
of these, 71 were children kept at the nursery, five were nurses and
46 were family contacts. The isolated shigella strains showed
multiple drug resistance to sulphonamides, tetracycline, chloram-
phenicol and streptomycine. The phage type was determined by
the National Bacteriological Laboratory in Stockholm, and this
organism belonged to a phage type which had not previously besn
seen in that laboratory.

The second outbreak occurred in an institution for mentally
handicapped children. This same institution had previously ex-
perienced two outbreaks of shigellosis in 1959 and 1964. During
the present one Sh. sonnei was isolated from 14 children and one
nurse. The isolated strain was sensitive to all 12 antibiotics tested,
and clinically the cases responded to a two-weeks course of ampi-
cillin. Despite this, however, the same sensitive strain was isolated
from three of the cases after the end of treatment. The phage
was different to that found in the March outbreak referred to above.
It was however the same phage type involved in the 1964 outbreak.

In addition to the above two incidents, there were in 1971 eight
single cases associated with Sh. sonnei and four withSh. flexneri.

During 1970 only one isolation of Shigella (Sk. flexneri) was
reported, thus reflecting a marked increase recorded in 1971,

SURVEILLANCE DES SHIGELLA

FINLANDE. — Deux épidémies associées 4 Shigella sonnei ont été
signalées 2 Helsinki en 1971, La premiére s’est prodwite en mars
dans la garderic d’une usine ol 509 des enfants ont été trouvés
porteurs de Sh. sonnei. L'épidémie a atteint 122 personnes: 71
enfants de la garderie, cinq infirmiéres et 46 sujets contacts du milieu
familial. Les souches de shigella isolées présentaient une résistance
aux sulfamides, a la tétracycline, au chloramphénicol et 4 la strep-
tomycine. Le lysotype a été déterminé par le Laboratoire national
de Bactériologie de Stockholm; il s’agissait d’un type que ce labo-
ratoire n’avait encore jamais rencontré.

La seconde épidémie s’est produite dans un établissement pour
enfants mentalement handicapés, Des poussées de shigellose avaient
déja été observées en 1939 et en 1964, Cette fois-ci, Sh. sonnei a
été isolée chez 14 enfants et une wnfirmuére. La souche isolée s’est
montrée sensible aux 12 antibiotiques essayés et, sur le plan clinique,
la maladie a cédé & un traitement de deux semaines 4 I"ampicilline.
Cependant, la méme souche sensible a encore été isolée chez trois
des sujets aprés la fin du traitement. Le lysotype différait de celui
de I’épidémie de mars mentionnée plus haut, mais c’était le méme
que lors de la poussée de 1964.

En plus de ces deux incidents, on a enregistré en 1971 huit cas
isolés associés & Sh. sonnei et quatre cas associés & Sh. flexner.

En 1970, un seul isolement (Sh. fexneri} avait €té signalé; il y
a donc eu augmentation marquée en 1971.

MALARIA

FRANCE. ~— During the past few years, limited active malaria foci
have been reported in Corsica mainly in its northern part and along
the east coast.

In 1971, two active malaria foci were discovered, one south of
Bastia (three cases) and another in the Aléria area (six cases). In
the same year, 10 other cases were classified as imported. The
malaria vigilance activities were reinforced all over the receptive
areas and preventive action was taken (house spraying, antilarval
measures, chemoprophylaxis of vulnerable groups).

In 1972, up to 25 July, no malaria case of local origin has been
reported and tourists need not be recommended to take specific
antimalarial prophylaxis.

PALUDISME

FraNce. — Ces derniéres années, des foyers actifs mais hmités
de paludisme ont été signalés en Corse, en particulier au nord de
I'ile et le long de la cbte orientale.

En 1971, deux foyers actifs de paludisme furent découverts, 'un
ausud de Bastxa (trois cas) et I"autre dans la région d’Aléria (six cas).
Cette année-ld, 10 autres cas furent classés comme importés. Les
activités de vigilance antipaludique furent renforcées sur toute
P’étendue des zones réceptives et des mesures de prévention prises
(aspersions d’insecticides intra-domiciliaires, travaux antilarvaires,
chimioprophylaxie des groupes vulnerables)

Pour 1972 et & la date du 25 juillet, il n'a été rapporté aucun cas
de paludisme d'origine locale et il ne parait pas indiqué de recom-
mander aux touristes une prophylaxie contre le paludisme.

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SMALLPOX SURVEILLANCE

As of 29 August, 49 641 cases of smalipox have been reported
to the Organization during 1972, an increase of 41% over the
35 115 cases notified during the comparable period of 1971 (Table 1).
This increase is attributed to the more complete reporting of cases
in the remaining endemic countries in Africa and Asia as a result
of increasingly effective surveillance containment activities.

Asign Sub-Continent

To date, the Asian sub-continent accounts for two-thirds of the
world’s total of smallpox cases (Table /). Areas currently report-
ing cases in these five endemic countries are shown in Figure I,

SURVEILLANCE DE LA VARIOLE

A_u 2? aoQt 1972, 49 641 cas de variole avaient été notifiés a I'Or-
ganisation depuis le début de I'année, soit une augmentation de
41%, par rapport aux 35115 cas signalés au cours de la pénode
correspondante de 1971 (Tableau /).

In Afghanistan, interruption of transmission appears imminent
as all outbreaks notified since February this year have been attributed
to importations into provinces bordering Pakistan.

Pakistan reports 209 more cases this year than last year (Fig. 2).
Of note is the fact that Peshawar District (828 cases) in North-
West Frontier Province and Sukkur District (938 cases) in Sind
Province account for 36%; of the cases reported for all of Pakistan
this year.

India continues to report an increased number of cases this year
{Fig. 2) and, to date, accounts for over 427/ of the world’s inci-
dence. More than 75% of cases in India are concentrated in the
states of central India (Bihar, Madhya Pradesh, Uttar Pradesh and
West Bengal) (Fig. I).

Nepal reported cases from the western Zones of Bheri and Seti
during the first six months of 1972 but since has detected only two
cases in August.

In Bangladesh, of the 7 106 cases reported to date, 84 % are from
Khulna, Barisal and Faridpur Districts located in the south-west.

En Afghanistan, I'interruption de la transmission parait immi-
nente, toutes les poussées notifiées depuis février 1972 ayant été
attribuées & des cas importés dans les provinces qui avoisinent le
Pakistan.

Le nombre des cas signalés par le Palastan est supérieur de 20%,
4 celui de I’an dernier (Fig. 2). 1l convient de noter que le tolal
national est dii pour 36% & deux districts, celui de Peshawar (828
cas), dans la province de la Frontiére du Nord-Ouest, et celui de
Sukkur (938 cas), dans la province du Sind.

Le nombre des cas notifiés par I'Inde demeure en augmentation
(Fig. 2) et, jusqu'ici, correspond 2 plus de 42% de Pincidence
mondiale. Plus de 759 de ces cas ont été enregistrés dans les Etats
du centre de I'Inde (Bihar, Madhya Pradesh, Uttar Pradesh et
Bengale-Occidental) (Fig. 1).

Le Népal a signalé des cas dans les zones occidentales de Bheri
et de Seti pendant le premier semestre de 1972 mais depuis lors
n'en a dépisté que deux en aoit.

Au Bangladesh, 84 % des 7 106 cas notifiés a ce jour se sont pro-
duits dans les districts de Khulna, de Barisal et de Faridpur, situés
dans le sud-ouest du pays.

Two points concerning the eradication of smallpox in the sub-
continent are illustrated by Figure 1. The number of areas in which
smallpox has been detected during the period June-August has
appreciably decreased n size when compared with the map of
Apnil-June already published. This corresponds with the expected
seasonal decrease in smallpox cases (Fig. 2). Secondly, many of
the areas afflictedby smallpox ¢ross political and admunistrative
boundaries.

If continuous active surveillance linked with prompt reporting
and cross-notification of smallpox cases could be intensified and
expanded during this seasonal low-incidence period, the interrup-
tion of transmission of smallpox in the sub-continent could be
markedly accelerated.

La Figure I met en évidence deux faits concernant I'éradication
de la variole dans le sous-continent. D’une part, le nombre des zones
dans lesquelles la maladic a été dépistée pendant la période juin-
aolit accuse une diminution appréciable par rapport a la carte
établie pour avril-juin déja publiée.! Cette réduction correspond au
fléchissement saisonnier prévisible du nombre des cas (Fig. 2).
Drautre part, beaucoup des zones touchées par la variole ne coinci-
dent pas avec des subdivisions administratives ou politiques.

INFLUENZA

AvusTrALIA (information dated 18 and 25 August), —! In the
Melbourne metropolitan arca, there has been a moderale outbreak
of influenza associated with virus A since mid-August. About the
same time an outbreak of an influenza-like illness started in a camp
of some 4 500 army recruits stationed outside Melbourne. Ap-
proximately 209 of the soldiers have been affected over the last
ten days and 15 strains of virus A have been isolated.

(Information dated 19 August). —* In the Sydney
metropolitan area, an influenza outbreak which commenced during
the first week of August is still continuing. The disease is generally
mild; but at least one death from viral pneumonia has been reported
(an 18-month-old infant). Thirly strains of virus A have been
isolated to date.

In Western Australia, there is now a widespread epidemic asso-
ciated with influenza virus A in the wheatbelt (Cunderdin) and
the Perth metropolitan area. In other areas, sporadic cases asso-
ciated with virus A or virus B are still occurring and since 15 August
a localized outbreak associated with virus A has been reported
among cadets of the Naval Training Establishment in Leeuwin
(attack rate: 50%).

NEw ZEALAND (information dated 18 August). —® In Welling-
ton, sporadic cases of influenza-like illness are still reported. During
the week ended 18 August, seven paired sera were examined and
evidence of influenza infection was oblained only in ome case
(virus B infection).

AUSTRALIE (information en date des 18 et 25 aoit). —! Dans la
zone méiropolitaine de Melbourne, on a observé depuis la mi-aoiit
une poussée grippale d’importance moyenne associée au virus A.

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SINGAPORE. — Subsequent to the first case of V. ¢holerae, biotype
eltor, serotype Ogawa confirmed on 11 May, 89 cases and 12 carriers
had been reported by 24 June 1972 In the following eight weeks
until 19 August, a further 18 cases and four carriers have been
detected. Of these recently confirmed cases, four came from the
same family but it was oot possible to trace the common source
of infection. All four of the carriers recently identified were home
contacts of cases and nine were hawkers or food handlers.

Of the 107 cases reported since the beginning of the outbreak,
58 were males and 49 fernales. There have been no cases in children
under five years of age, six in the age-group 5-14 years and an even
distribution of the remaimng 101 cases in the older age-groups.

As part of investigations carried out since the initial case, 563 food
samples have been taken for bacteriological examination, Of the
544 samples so far examined, 326 were contaminated with faecal
E. coli and 218 were satisfactory. No cholera vibrio has been
found to date.

A total of 87 587 persons have been vaccinated at Government
centres since the beginning of the outbreak.

SINGAPOUR. — Apreés le premier cas de V. cholerae, biotype eltor,
sérotype Ogawa, qui a été confirmé le 11 mai, 89 cas ¢t 12 porteurs
ont été signalés jusqu’au 24 juin 1972.* Au cours des huit semaines
qui suivirent, soit jusqu’au 19 aolt, on a encore détecté 18 cas et
quatre porteurs. Quatre des cas récemment confirmés faisaient partie
de la méme famille, mais il n’a pas été possible de découvrir la
source commune de l'infection. Les quatre porteurs récemment
identifiés étaient des contacts familiaux de cas connus et neuf
malades étaient des colporteurs ou des manipulateurs d’aliments.

Les 107 cas signalés depuis le début de la poussée se répartissent
en 58 hommes et 49 femmes. Il n’y a eu aucun cas chez les enfants
de moins de cinq ans, il y en a eu six dans le groupe d’ages de
cing a 14 ans et les 101 autres cas étajent également répartis entre
les groupes d’ages supérieurs.

Dans le cadre des investigations menées depuis la découverte du
cas initial, on a prélevé 563 échantillons d’aliments en vue d’exa-
mens bactériologiques. Sur un total de 544 échantillons qui ont été
analysés jusqu’ici, 326 étaient contaminés par E. coli (fécal) tandis
que 218 étaient bactériologiquement satisfaisants. Aucun vibrion
cholérique n’a été trouvé jusqu’a présent.

Depuis le début de la poussée, 87 587 personnes ont été vaccinées
dans des centres publics.
