SMALLPOX SURVEILLANCE

As of 20 February, 11 281 cases of smallpox have been reported
to the Organization during 1973 from six countries, compared
to 6911 cases from 11 countries during the same period in 1972
(Table 1). So far this year, cases have been reported from the five
countries in the world where smallpox is considered to be presently
endemic: Ethiopia, Sudan, Bangladesh, India and Pakistan, Nepal,
where all cases since June 1972 have been attributed to importations,
notified three imported cases during the second week of January.
Afghanistan has reported no cases for more than two months.

India accounted for 46% of the January 1972 world total of
smallpox cases and for 609 of the January 1973 total. This
represents both decreased incidence in other countries and an in-
crease in the number of cases reported in India due to the improve-
ment of surveillance and reporting activities, In Pakistan, two-
thirds of the cases continue to be reported from Sind Province.
In addition to an increased incidence following the expected seasonal
pattern, Bangladesh is reporting extended outbreaks in the city of
Dacca.

SURVEILLANCE DE LA VARIOLE

A la date du 20 février, I'Organisation avait regu de six pays
notification de 11281 cas de variole pour 1973, contre 6911 cas
pour 11 pays pendant la période correspondante de 1972 (Tableau 1).
Cette année, des cas ont été signalés jusqu’ici par les cing pays du
monde actuellement considérés comme pays d’endémicité, 2 savoir
I’Ethiopie, le Soudan, le Bangladesh, I’Inde et le Pakistan. Au
Népal, ol tous les cas enregistrés depuis juin 1972 ont été imputés
4 des importations de 1'infection, trois cas importés ont été notifiés
pendant la deuxiéme semaine de janvier. Aucun cas n’a €€ signale
de I’ Afghanistan depuis plus de deux mois.

Dans le total mondial pour janvier 1972, I'Inde comptait pour
46%; pour janvier 1973 sa part est de 609, ce qui s’explique & la
fois par une diminution de P'incidence dans les autres pays et par
une augmentation des cas déclarés en Inde olt la surveillance et la
notification sont maintenant mieux assurées. Au Pakistan, la Pro-
vince de Sind continue de fournir les deux tiers des notifications.
Qutre une augmentation de l'incidence conforme au mouvement
¢aisonnier habituel, le Bangladesh signale des poussées de grande
stendue dans la ville de Dacca.

Sudan and Ethiopia

Sudan and Ethiopia are the only recognized endemic foci re-
maining on the African continent. Sudan has reported no cases
for the past seven weeks in the three southern provinces and only
two cases from the six northern ones for the past five months.

In 1971, Ethiopia reported 26 329 cases and those reported in
January 1972 represented 409 of the world total for that month.

In 1972, the total for the year was 16 935 cases and, in the first
month of 1973, the reported cases represented only 6% of the
world total.

This progress (Fig. 1) has been achieved by a programme staff
which, at the end of 1972, consisted of 75 persons including national
surveillance officers, WHO epidemiologists, and volunteers from
Austria, Japan and the USA. A fleet of 50 vehicles is utilized
by the staff, but less mechanical means—mule and foot—are
the ones by which the surveillance teams have carried out most
of their case detection activities. In the course of these activities
they have vaccinated 6.5 million persons to date, out of an esti-
mated population of 26 million.

Areas presently reporting cases in Ethiopia are shown in Figure 2.
Of the 14 Ethijopian provinces, five are considered to have inter-
rupted transmission (Arusi, Bale, Eritrea, Ilubabor, Wollega),
two are controlled (Gamu-Gofa, Sidamo) and in one (Kaffa)
control appears imminent. Of the six remaining provinces which
are now reporting 94% of the cases, only three in the morth
(Begerfnd;r, Gojam and Wollo) are expected to be endemic by the
end of 1973.

Soudan et Erhiopie

Le Soudan et I’Ethiopie sont les seuls foyers d’endémicité connus
qui subsistent sur le continent africain. Pour ce qui est du Soudan,
aucun cas n'a €té enregistré depuis sept semaines dans les trois
provinces du Sud et il n'y a eu que deux cas dans les six provinces
du Nord au cours des cinq derniers mois.

En 1971, I’Ethiopie avait notifié 26 329 cas et les cas de janvier
1972 représentaient 40%; du total mondial pour ce mois.

En 1972, le total annuel s’est établi & 16 935 et, pour le premier
mois de 1973, le nombre des cas signalés ne représente que 6%
du total mondial.

Ces progrés (Fig. 1) sont dus  I’exécution d’un programme dont
le personnel, 4 1a fin de 1972, comprenait 75 personnes: agents
nationaux de surveillance, épidémiologistes de I’'OMS et volontaires
venus d’Autriche, du Japon et des Etats-Unis d’Amérique. Ce per-
sonnel dispose d’un parc de 50 véhicules, mais c’est sans moyens
mécaniques — & dos de mulet et & pied — que les équipes de sur-
veillance font la plupart des visites grace auxquelles des cas sont
détectés. Au cours de leurs déplacements, elles ont vacciné jusqu’ici
6,5 millions de personnes sur une population totale estimée a
26 millions.

Les régions d’Ethiopie ot des cas sont actuellement signalés appa-
raissent dans la Figure 2. Sur les 14 provinces éthiopiennes, on en
compte cing ou la transmission est considérée comme interrompue
(Arusi, Bale, Eritrea, Illubabor, Wollega), deux ol la maladie est
pratiquement maitrisée (Gamu-Gofa et Sidamo) et une (Kaffa) ot
il semble qu’elle le sera sous peu. Sur les six autres provinces, qui
comptent actuellement pour 949 des cas, il en est trois seulement

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Although the surveillance-contamnment strategy to date has been
most effective in reducing the number of cases reported (first half
1972: 12604 cases, second half 1972: 4331 cases), the number
of woredas (sub-districts) infected has not been proportionately
decreased (first half 1972: 179 woredas, second half 1972: 118 wo-
redasj. Thus, actvities must be sustained at a high level if the
present progress is to be maintained.

PRIMARY AND SECONDARY SYPHILIS

UNITED STATES OF AMERICA. — Reported cases of primary and
secondary syphilis in the United States decreased from 110932 in
1946 to 6 392 in 1956 and then increased to 23 338 in 1965. Cases
decreased by 19% between 1965 and 1968 but have increased
each year since 1968. The cumulative increase from 1968 through
1971 was 25Y%,,.

Data reported from January through October 1972 indicated
that the increases of the last three years continued in 1972. The
2218 cases reported for October 1972 is 7% greater than the
number reported in October 1971, and the number for the ten-
month period, January through October 1972, is 39 greater than
the number reported in the same time period of 1971.

The trend for individual states is not the same as the trend for
the United States as a whole in every instance. Twelve areas
reported an increase of 50 or more cases for the period January
to October 1972: California, Chicago, District of Columbia,
Louisiana, Maryland, Massachusetts, New York City, North
Carolina, Philadelphia, South Carolina, Tennessee and Virginia.
Six areas reported a decrease of 50 or more cases during January
to October 1972: Georgia, Indiana, Missouri, New Jersey, Ohio,
and Texas.

Trends in reported cases must be interpreted with caution since
changes in apparent disease incidence may reflect case finding
efforts and completeness of reporting as well as true changes in
disease status,

SYPHILIS PRIMAIRE ET SECONDAIRE

Etats-Unis D’ AMERIQUE, — Le nombre des cas de syphilis pri-
maire et secondaire notifiés aux Ftats-Unis est passé de 110932 en
1946 2 6392 en 1956, pour remonter 4 23 338 en 1965. Il avait
diminué de 199 entre 1965 et 1968, mais il a depuis augmenté
chaque année. L’accroissement cumulatif de 1968 & 1971 inclusive-
ment a été de 25%.

Les données commuriquées entre janvier et fin octobre 1972
montrent que ’accroissement observe ces trois derniéres années s’est
poursuivi en 1972. En octobre 1972, 2 218 cas ont été notifiés, soit
7% de plus qu’en octobre de I’année précédente, et le nombre des
cas signalés pendant la période de dix mois allant de janvier & octobre
1972, dépasse de 3% celui de la période correspondante de 1971,

Pour chaque Etat considéré 1solément, la tendance n'a pas tou-
jours été la méme que pour I’ensemble du pays. Douze Etats ou
villes ont enregistré une augmentation de 50 cas ou plus pour I
période de janvier a octobre 1972: Californie, Chicago, District of
Columbia, Louisiane, Maryland, Massachussets, Ville de New York,
Caroline du Nord, Philadelphie, Caroline du Sud, Tennessee et
Virginie. En revanche, six Etats ont signalé une diminution de
50 cas ou plus pour cette méme période: Géorgie, Indiana, Missouri,
New Jersey, Ohio et Texas.

Les tendances indiquées par les notifications sont & interpréter
avec prudence, car les variations d’incidence apparentes peuvent étre
dues & un dépistage plus actif et & une notification plus compléte
aussi bien qu’d de véritables changements dans le tableau de la
maladie.

DEeNMARK, ! NETHERLANDS, 2 GERMANY (FeD. REP. OF), % WEST
BERLIN. * — A decline in the incidence of cases of infiuenza-like
iliness associated with virus A has been observed in Denmark (in
Copenhagen city since week ending 3 February, in Copenhagen
county since week ending 10 February), in the Netherlands (peak in
all regions during the first week of January; the incidence returned
almost to its pre-epidemic level during the fifth week of Janvary), in
Hessen in the Federal Republic of Germany (report for week
ending 17 February; the decline in Lower Saxony was reported the
previous week ?) and in West Berlin (reports for weeks ending 10
and 17 February).

Hong Kong. —* Sporadic influenza cases continue to be ob-
served in the general population. One strain of virus A, anti-
genically close to A/England/42/72, was isolated during the week
ending 20 January, and two strains of virus B, antigenically close
to B/HK/1/72, ¢ were isolated during the week ending 27 January.

MEASLES

UNITED STATES OF AMERICA. — In the first four weeks of 1973,
2107 cases of measles were reported to the Center for Disease
Control, representing a decrease of 12.2% for the comparable
period in 1972. However, 13 states and Puerto Rico reported
an increase in the number of cases reported compared with last
year’s total for the same period. The New England region ac-
counted for 40.29; of the 2107 cases reported: Massachusetts
(21.0%4), Connecticut (11.3%), New Hampshire (5.5%), Rhode
Island (1.2%), Vermont (0.7%), and Maine (<0.1%)); the total
number of cases reported in the first four weeks of 1973 was greater
than that reported for the same four-week period i any of the
past seven years.

Eprrorial. Note: Recently investigated outbreaks continue to
demonstrate that the large number of reported measles cases
have resulted from pools of susceptible children. Epidemiological
investigations have documented vaccine efficacies of over 90%
and vaccine failures have primarily been attributed to unsuccess-
ful vaccination.

ROUGEOLE

Erats-UNIS D’AMERIQUE. — Au cours des quatre premiéres
semaines de 1973, le Center for Disease Control a regu notification
de 2 107 cas de rougeole, ce qui représente une diminution de 12,2%
par rapport a la période correspondante de 1972. Cependant, pour
13 Etats et pour Porto Rico, le nombre des cas notifiés est en aug-
mentation sur les chiffres comparables de 1972, La région de la
Nouvelle-Angleterre compte pour 40,29 dans le total de 2 107 cas,
a savoir: Massachusetts (21,0 %), Connecticut (11,3 %), New Hamp-
shire (5,9%), Rhode Island (1,29(), Vermont (0,7%;) et Maing
(«0,1%); pour aucune des sept années précédentes, le total des
cas déclarés pendant les quatre premiéres semaines n’avait atteint
le niveau de 1973.

NoTe DE LA REDACTION: Les enquétes faites sur les épidémies
récentes confirment que les nombreux cas de rougeole notifiés s'ex-
pliquent par I'existence de groupes d’enfants sensibles. Les investi-
gations épidémiologiques attestent que I’efficacité des vaccins dépasse
souvent 90%; les échecs sont attribués principalement 3 une vacci-
nation défectueuse.
